To guard agathsV epidemics In tho
moblllzatlton camps along the Mexican
border tho War Department has Issued
n, call for aimy nurses' to servo in base
hospitals established along tho Inter-
national boundary.

At the outset, 376 nurses are desired.
The War Department favors grnduato
nurses. For this servlco the United
States Government will pay wi a
month, plus all expenses, o long ns
rturses remain on American soil. If
they go Into Mexico. It Is provided they

!hall bo paid $70 a month. Head nurses
will hn nnlri 110 additional. j

Regardless of the outcome of tho
Mexican negotiations. howeer. the War
Department feels there Is Immediate
need of nursing facilities on the Mol
can border since approximately 100,000 ,

American soldier are stationed there.
Every precaution will be taken to pro-ve- nt

the outbreak of disease such as
cost hundreds of lives In mobilisation
camps during tho SpanlahWlmerlcaii
war.
