LAW TO RESTRAIN .

R. R. BROTHERHOODS
R. T. Frazier Asks Congress to

Prevent Calling of Big Strike.

Bringing a petition with tho signatures
of moro than 10,000 railroad employe nut
Included In tho Big Tour unions, and de-
claring that 80 pV cent of Uio lull-roa- d

employes of tho country ate op-
posed to a strike at this time, Uobeit
T. Frailer, Jr., an employe of thu Nash-
ville, Chattanooga und St. Louli i d,

is in Washington today seeking
legislation to prevent the four untoru
from culling a strike and tying up tile
railroads of the country.

Frazlcr's contention Is that by calling
a strike the four unions, which Include
brakemen, firemen .englnera and conduc-
tors, wll bring to a standstill operations
on all tho railroads of tho country and
throw out of work many thousands ofemplyea in ther departments, wh do notdesire a strike. The fur unions repre-
sent only H) per cent of the railroademployes, says Frailer, and would by
this action to throw out of employment
the other SO per cent, which Includes em-
ployes in the maintenance and con-
struction depratmenta. the shops, and
wjo wiricai iqfces.

Wants Arbitration.
Tho petition urges Conrets to "enact

emo definite legialatlon whereby tho
vast majority of rhe people pf the coun-
try shall bo protected Irom. u dojtruc-tlv- e

interruption or interstate com-
merce, and which shall provide that all
differences between railways and em-
ployes be settled by arbitration."He was told at the Capital that therewas little hope of getting any legisla-
tion enacted at this session of Ccngrcss.

son tomorrow, and will ureo him toaid In bringing about the enactment
of thu desired law.

The petition which Frailer bears is
entitled "An Appeal of the Eight Per
Cent" and reads nn follows:

We, the undersigned citizens of

ployes of the railways of our State andcountry, bolng confronted with tho pos-
sibility of an entire paralyziatlon of therailways of the country by the propo&cdgeneral strike of tho four orders oftrainmen, a group of less than 20 per
cent of the entlro number of railway
employes, and th econsequent curtail-ment of Income of us. the more than 80
per cent, to whom such a curtailment
would bo ruinous, and fully realizing
that under this groat Oovernmont.wherotho ruling doctrine la "the greatest goodto the greatest number," wo, the largomajority, more than 80 per cent of thapeople to be directly Injured by suchdestructive methods of tho few whohappen to bo placed In a position wherethey can use them, have a clear anddollnlto right to bo protected (the gen-
eral public and all other Industries se-
rious y endangered also having thatright), do earnestly petition you, oursenators and Representatives Individ-ually and as the Congrcni of tho nation,and prny that some tlortnlte legislative
action bo taken whereby the vn.st' ma-jority of the people or tiui country ahullbo protected from a destructive Inter-ruption of Interstate commerce due towholly selfish action of a small group
of men, and that nil differences whichmay arlso between railway njul em- -
