All today conferences were In prog-

ress among the Prealdent'a advisors
planning the stops tt be taken,
Franklin K. Lane, Secretary of the
Interior, whose experience as a for-
mer member of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission has been drawn
on by the Prealdent, was In confer-
ence again today with the Democratic
leaders of tho Bennte,

It la regarded ns probable that the
Prealdent will go before .Congress to-
morrow, nt which time a quorum
will have been aaaembled In both
branches.

In addition to tho auggestlona
above for legislative action, thero Is
growing talk among members of Con-
gress In favor of an amendment to
the present law, prohibiting railroad
trainmen from working more than
sixteen hours, reducing the maximum
hours of work to eight.

The brotherhoods are bitterly op-
posed to auch action, which would
eliminate their opportunity for over-
time earnings, but Juat tho aame the
movement la growing In Congress.

Aa a matter of fact, with the pros-pec- ta

of legislation looming up, both
the railroads and the employes have
cause for alarm.

Public May Take Hand.
It Is regarded as not Inconceivable

that In the event of 'a strike, public
'opinion would be aroused to a point
where It would "demand legislation
which would empower tho Interstate
Commerce Commission to regulate the
wages paid, as well as the freight and
passenger rates charged by tho rail-
roads.

Undoubtedly the brotherhoods have
been surprised at the firm stand of the
railroads. They had believed that the
President's espousal of their cause
would bo of sufficient weight to. force
a concession from the railroads, and
that a atrlke would not be necessary.
It is understood that many of the
brotherhood members who voted affirm-atlvcl- y

In the atrlke vote did
ao with the explicit promise from their
leaders that a atrlke would not be nec-
essary.

Holds Numerous Conferences.
Details of legislation occupied the

President, Senator Newlande, chairman
of the Interstate Commerce Committee,
and Secretary of tho Interior LaneSthe
President's adviser In the Cabinet,
throughout yesterday.

After a final conference with Lane
last night, and after Lane In turn had
talked over the plans with Newlands,
the Prealdent was Informed that legis-
lation auch aa he had In mind could
be put through Congress at this seaslon,
according to the beat Judgment of New-land- s,

who said he had made a careful
canvass.

The Prealdent than made nn unpre-
cedented night trip to the Capitol and
discussed his plana with Senator Kern,
Democratic floor leader;

For Eight-Hou- r Law.
There Is considerable talk among

Senators and Congressmen today favor-
ing the passage of an eight-ho- ur law.
covering not only railroad employes,
but the employes of all corporations and
Industries. The President has been
strongly urged by some to take thia step.
By telegram and letter hundreds of
suggestions are coming to him dally
from every source conceivable, offering
means of settlement "which are hound
to be satisfactory to both sides."

In the camp of the railroad execu-
tives and managers this morning tho
opinion was held that the delay In
the White House engagement as
due to a desire by President Wilson
to .consider carefully the terms of
the executives' proposal, aa reported
to him,--

A representative of the executlvea
flatly denied that n copy had been
transmitted to the . President, but
added: "There is no reason why he
should not know Its details If he has
bean reading the papers.

This representative said that he
thought the exact text of tho state-
ment might never be public.

Various executives referred to the
statement of President Re a, of the
Pennsylvania, which declared the ex-

ecutives preferred a strike to sac-
rifice of the principle of arbitration,
aa containing their own views.

JOINT SESSION TO BE WAR

HELD TOMORROW IF

STRIK E UNSETTLED

President to Take Railroad

Problem to Congress Then,
Senate Leaders Say.

STEERING COMMITTEE WAITS

Meeting Called; But Postponed,
Pending Word From the
Chief Executive.

Unless definite progress Is made by
tonight In settling the railroad contro-
versy, both houses, of Congress will be
called In Joint session tomorrow and
will be addressed by the .President.

This waa stated today by Senate lead-
ers who, along with House leaders, are
awaiting nervously the outcome of the
negotiations at the White House.

That Congress will enact Important
legislation to shield the public from theconsequences of a disastrous strike is
clear.

That Is, It will do so unless the 'Presi-
dent should get a settlement put of the
roads and the employes.

Steering Committee Walt.
The Democratic steering committee

was called together for a meeting today
by Senator Kern, chairman. But when
it was learned that tho 'President had
delayed conference with the heads of
the roads,Nthe meeting was deferred.'

Various Informal conferences on the
situation were held among Senate lead-
ers today.

It Is conceded that all plans for ad-
journment will have to wait uqtll tnere
has been f.n adjustment of the railroadcontroversy In some fashion.

If legislation has to be passed. It wilt
delay adjournment for an Indefinite
period.

Senator Newlands Is at work on de-
tails of legislation. The plan which
President Wilson favors and which he
has talked over with leaders, Is for an
arbitration measure containing the prin-
ciple of the Canadian law. '

Under this plan it would be unlawful
for the men to strike or for the roads
to enforce a lockout pending Investiga-
tion by a commission or board of arbi-
tration. A period of one year during
which the investigation might be car-
ried on would probably be named In
tho measure, though a shorter period
might be fixed.

If this measure should be nasaed. It
'would be made to apply to the preaent
controversy.

Could Enact Law.
It Is believed that auch a law could be

enacted. It 'would not be compulsory
arbitration in that neither aide would
bo required to accept the findings. How-
ever, public sentiment would exert
strong preasure on' both sides to accept.

A number of Republican Senators are
favorably inclined toward the plan. It
would bridge, over the existing difficul-
ty for the present.

The President wants to be empow-
ered to add two more members td
the Interstate Commerce Commission.
This will be bitterly resisted It
pressed because It would be regarded
as equal to assuring the roads they
could have higher ratea.

Legislation for the eight-hou- r day,
legislation to authorize the President
to take over the roada, and various
other plana are propoaed. But It la
unlikely theae will be carried out.

The Idea of the . legislation which
the President will advocate will be to
dispose of the present controversy
and not deal with labor dlaputea or
railroad dlaputea In general.

Gravity Is Realized.
The gravity of tho situation has come

to be fully realized In Congress alnce
the President visited the Capitol last
night to talk with Senator Kern, fol-

lowing his sudden visit to the Senate
Saturday afternoon.

Leaders of Senate and House, without
regard to party, are saying that if a
strike cannot be prevented, then the
Government must act and act with the
force that the public, with the party
most vitally interested in the situation,
will expect and demand.

Important Informal conferences will
be held among Democratic leaders at
the Capitol today on the strike situa-
tion and the legislation which may be
forced to the front,

President Wilson's program of leg-
islation or the program which will bs

In case of a atrlke, haa notSnssed yet authoritatively made pub-
lic. But It haa become known that
several measures are under considera-
tion.

Tentative Measures.
That the President wants authority

to enlarge the Interatate Commerce
Commission to pave the way for
freight rate Increaaea la well known.

A plan for partly compulsory arbitra-
tion under a law like the Canadian act
providing for an Investigation for a
year by a tribunal, and prevention of
atrlks or lockout meantime. Is con-
sidered, and a stll more drastic law
like the New Zealand law Is favored by
some.

Other plans proposed Include passage
of an eight-hou- r law and a resolution
directing the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission to Increase rates to correspond
with the Increase given the men.

Still other plans are proposed, and one
or more bills on arbitration are in readi-
ness.

Would Protons; Session.
It la realized on all hands that the

session would be prolonged Indefinitely
If railroad legislation should become
necessary.

One plan which some favor and which
will be advocated Is to give the Presi-
dent sweeping power to take over the
roads in case It becomes needful to pro-
tect the public welfare.

Opposition Is shown and will be bitter
to the plan to Increase the membership
of the Interstate Commerce Commission.

This Huge Sum Ready to Baok

Up Demands of Brother-

hood, Say Leaders.

Flfteen million dollars bulge In the
war chest of the railroad brother-
hoods.

This amount, about equally divided
among the four unions, Is ready to
day for distribution among the men
should they need strike relief.

It ta to be doled out In portions of
HO' a month among the 400,000 men
who would be Involved In a national
railroad tie-u- p. How long It would
last Is problematical, for relief might
start with the opening of the strike
or might be delayed until later.

The great war fund has been gathered
through the weekly contributions cover
ing a long space of time. The assess-
ment varies according to the member's
earnings, but the total sum per year Is
written In fixed thousands.

One little code word, wired from Wash
ington to every railroad center In tho
country, Is sufficient to precipitate the
tnreatened strixe.

The more than 600 brother delegates,
who left for their posts yesterday, car-
ried with them Instructions for running
a strike. General orders have been sent
to local chairmen In all parts of the
country, and If the little code word Is
sent them, they will proceed to strike
with mechanical precision.

Trains on the line will be run to the
nearest Junction: Area will be banked
and englnea oiled. The englnea anil the
cars will be delivered to the companies
In perfect condition. Every union man
then will quit the property, with orders
to avoid violence pr trespass.

Only twenty-fou- r of the biggest
brotherhood men remain here today. Ac-
cording to their version they must stand
pat on the eight-hou- r day with ten-ho-

pay, though the railroad companies' spies
have reported that the select committee
has authority to dicker on all or any
points Involved.

The feeling In the men's quartera Is
that the strike Is only a few days off.
Unless events shape themselves In an
unexpected manner, the code word un-
doubtedly will go forth Friday, by which
time the district chairmen should all be
home.

Mercy of Invaders
Is War Game Lesson

Navy Officers Say Lack of Battle Cruisers and Scout
Cruisers to Act as "Eyes" of Defending Fleet '

Given as Reason for Defeat of "Blue"
Ships.

The Atlantic coast Is at the mercy of
an attacking enemy fleet.

This Is the lesson drawn by naval
officials from last week's war game,
when an attacking fleet of twenty-on- e

vessels, convoying six troop ships, de-

feated forty-nln- o fighting vessels de-

fending tho coast and effected a land-
ing at Far Rockaway, Long- - Island.

Lack of battle cruisers and scout
cruisers to act as "eyes'! of the defend-
ing fleet is given as the real reason for
the defeat, which has demonstrated to
naval officers the nation's present vul-
nerability to sea attack.

This weakness will be overcome,
they confidently believe, when the
battle cruisers authorized for con-
struction this year In the naval bill
are completed.

Hear Admiral William H. Benson,
chief of naval operations and at pres-
ent acting Kecretury of the Navy, said
today the Nnvy Department will have
no official statement to make on the
war game until the detalle dreport of
Rear Admiral Austin M. Knight, the
umpire, Is received.

To Show Stereoptlcon Vtewg.
In addition to the written report of

tho umpire and tho critiques of naval
officers participating. It Is planned to
show In Washington stereoptlcon views
giving the nosltlons of the defending
and attacking flees during the maneuv-
ers so that naval officers may draw the
full lessons of the war game.

Great Britain for Change

Confronted with a loss of from JlO.000,000
to $16,000,000 tobacco growers from five
States met with Southern Senators and
Congressmen at the Capitol today to
urge a formal protest against Great
Britain's recently promulgated embargo
against shipments to Germany and Aus-
tria, which goes Into effect Thursday.

Charges of bad faith by England and
demand for stern retaliatory measures
against that country were made by Sen-
ator Bwanson, Virginia. Joel Fort, to-

bacco grower, from Clnrksvllle, Tenn..
hinted that Englund's unexpected em-
bargo may "show collusion on the part
of that government with the Imperial
Tobacco Company or with the American
Tobacco Cpmpany."

Fort explulned that on Information
from this country's cnnsula abroad re-
ceived at the State Department, that
Great Britain would not Include tobacco
In embargoed products, farmers who
grow for export had devoted Increased
acreage to tobacco. Placing of tobacco
on the embargo list last week, he said,
had thrown the growers Into a panic.
Unless redress Is forthcoming. Fort said
tobacco prices would drop to ruinous
levels. ,

The three chief needs for naval de-
fense demonstrated by the war game, a
high naval offleer said today, were:

Battle cruisers and scouts to locate
the position or an attacking fleet.

Coast defense submarines aa a last
line of defense.

An Inter-coast- al canal connecting
Chesapeake ad Delaware bays', whlcRJ
wouia provide a haven for a defeateddefending fleet.

Nnvnl officials plainly were sobered
by the success of a smalt attacking fleet
over a larger defending force.

Blue Fleet Much Stronger.
In the "blue" defending fleet there

were twelve battleships, eight cruisers,
sixteen destroyers and a tender, and
thirteen submarines with four tenders.

In the "red" attacking force there were
fifteen battleships and six destroyers,
who not only had the problem of sink-
ing the defending fleet, but of them-
selves defending six troop ships convoy-
ing a landing army.

"Low visibility." which prevented the
defending fleet from obaervlng the at-
tacking force beyond a dlatancc of three
or four miles, and lack of an efficient
scouting force were given by Rear Ad-
miral Knight In a preliminary statement
as the cause of the defending fleet's de-
feat.

Navy officials today pointed to a
statement maae by Rear Admiral
Knight In arguing for battle, cruisers
before the .House Naval Committee two
months ago as prophetic.

"The navy, as It exists today, would
be hampered In the event of war." Ad-
miral Knight then said. "In that It has
no. battle cruisers and no acout cruisers

no means of gaining Information as to
the location or movements of an enemy
force or of denying to the enemy In-

formation as to our own location or
movements.

"Our fleet. If It were sent to sea to-
morrow to defend our Atlantic coast
from Eastport. Me., to the Panama
canal, would go out with the

and everybody under his
command practically blindfolded."

Wouldn't-- Know Destination.
Admiral Knight said that If, for

Instance, the Navy Department had
information an attacking fleet had
left a European port would have no
means of knowing whether the enemy
were headed for the New England
coast, the Chesapeake bay region or
the Panama canal.

"The beat thing our commander
could do," he aald, "would be to hold
hla force In some Intermediate posi-
tion, and the next news he has may
be that the enemy fleet is approach-
ing the Panama canal and can reach
It and be there several days before
It. is possible for us to get there. Or
he may learn that the enemy haa ef
fected a landine on the New Enrland
coast and our flrtet Is practically un
able to do anything to prevent It,'

Admiral Knight added that to make
the present force adequate to defend
any situation which Involves a move-
ment toward the coast of an enemy
fleet "we muat be able to find that
fleet, to keep track of Ita movements,
and know where we must go to meet
It."

It was the absence of these scout-
ing facilities, officers said today,
which enabled a small attacking
force to overcome a larger defending
fleet In the recent war game.
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Railroad Head Says Recession
From Position of Presidents
Would Kill

Recession from their position by rail-
road executives would be a blow to In-

dustrial preparedness, la tho opinion of
L. F. Lores, president .of the Delaware
and Hudson Company, In a statement
last night.

"Our problem of prepardnesa has two
phases," he said, "military preparedness
and Industrial preparedness. The great-
est and gravest part is Industrial pre-
paredness. There are certain evident
facts which must be considered at this
time.

"The end of the European war will
mean the end of our ex-
ports and a return to normal. It will
mean keen competition In those foreign
markets which we now hold. To hold
even normal exports we must be pre-
pared to meet prices lower than we haveever had to compete against. To do so
we must reduce our cost of production
to a minimum. How far can we reduceour cost of production and maintain ourpresent wage scale? Wages constitutethe largest single element In the cost ofproduction. Are w vnlnv in
for competition by further Increasingwages and substantially Increasing thecost of Production?
