
WASHINGTON FACES

EMBARGO CUTTING

OFF FOOD SUPPLIES

Southern Warns Shippers of

Possible Tie-u- p Within

Twenty-fou- r Hours.
of

DEPENDS ON STRIKE ISSUE

Perishable Fruits and Vege-

tables First Affeoted Unless

Crisis Clears.

Washington today faces the cutting
offof a large portion of Its food supply.

This situation Is brought about by the
Imminent possibility of embargoes on
perishable freight by railroads entering
Washington.

One railroad, the Southern, already
has sent Its representatives warning
that unless the strlko Issue clears an
embargo within twenty-fou- r hours la
possible.

This telegram, dated August M, and
sent last night to the freight repre-setatlv- es

of the Southren, follows:
"Strike order by organization train

men has been issued calling for general
cessation of transportation throughout
the United states Dcginmng i a. in.
Mnnrinv Hontnmhpr fourth, unless fav
orable development today It Is probable
that embargo on all classes of freight
will be Issued within twenty-fou- r hours.
Extend this advlco orally to this effect
to shippers In your respective territory.
1,. Ureen."

This telegram was sent from the office
of Lincoln Green, freight traffic man-
ager, in Washington.

Perishable Goods Blocked First.
At the freight offices of the Southern

it was admitted that partial embargo,
to apply only to foodstuffs of a perish-
able sort, and live stock, would first be
effected.

''Undoubtedly If a strike Is apparently
certain." an official of the Southern
said, "The work of clearing the tracka
of freight, especially of the perishable
sort, would begin several days In ad-

vance."
Though the twenty-fou- r hour period

mentioned In the Southern's notice ex-

pires today, no further action was taken
this morning, and today's developments.
It was said, will determine whether the
embargo will be put on later In the day.

At the freight offices of the Pennsyl-
vania Rallrbad in Washington It was
said no advices had yet been received
regarding a possible embargo. Alt
freight Is being received as usual for
shipment today.

The orders for an embargo on the
Pennsylvania would emanate from
Philadelphia.

Placing an embargo on perishable
freight on the Southern would cut off
a portion of the milk supply of Wash-
ington. It also would cut off shlpmonts
of fruits from Florida and the South-
ern States, large consignments of whlc.h
are handled Dy tne ooumsrn.

B. & O. Has No Orders.
D. M. Fisher, freight agent of the

Baltimore and Ohio, this morning
satd no orders to make ready or an
embargo had yet been received In
Washington.

"I hear a number of Western roads
are placing such an embargo, ho
said, "but so far we are going serene-
ly on our way here."

The placing of an embargo on the
Western roads rany affect Washing-
ton vitally. Most of the flour used
here Is from the Northwest, brought
in here by the Baltimore and Ohio.
California fruit shlpruents, oranges,
grapes, and pears, also would be af-
fected by possible embargoes.

The Baltimore and Ohio, It Is esti-
mated, brings a major proportion of
the coal .used here to Washington,
possibly 60 or 66 per cent. This road
does not bring much of the fresh
vegetables or fresh fruits used here,
though It handles a large share of
canned goods.

Much of the produce coming here Is
from the wholesale markets In New
York and Philadelphia, and comes also
from the Eastern snore, 'ine Penn-
sylvania brings in the most of these
supplies.

Milk Affected.
Washington's supply of milk would

be affected In case of a strike, as might
be supposed.

Though only 2 per cent of the milk
used here Is produced In the District,
more than 75 per cent Is brought In by
team railroads. These facts were

gleaned at the Health Department,
which has a record of all the dairy
farms sending milk here.

The meat supply of Washington, In
case of a strike, would be almost en-
tirely cut off. Practically all the
meat used here comes in by rail.

An embargo on perishable ship-
ments, such ns Is contemplated In ad-
vance of a strike, would cut off from
76 to 86 per ceat of the produce in
Washington mnrkots, according to va-
rious estimates of commission men.

The amount of vegetables brought
hern from nearby truck farms is neg
ligible. Keg plants are grown around
here, tomatoes, and a few potatoes. A

But onions, the major supply of
white and sweet potatoes, apples,
peaches, lettuce and onions, and other
staple produce are brought here
largely by railroad.

A strike at this time would leave the
produce markets in woioe shape now
tnan in tne spring. was siaiea,

berries, early spring vegetables,
and small fruits aie grown around
Washington.

Watei melons are brought up the river
by boat, and sa are ooino cantaloupes
and a few onions and potatoes. Rut the

ALLWESTERN ROADS

PREPARE FOR STRIKE

Chicago Is Warned to Conserve

Food Supply Manufactur-

ers Coming to Washington.

CHICAGO, Aug. -The traveling
public and shippers were warned by
Western railroads today to prepare for
a strike Monday.

Shippers were notified today by a
dozen roads running out of Chicago that
perishable freight that would not ar-

rive at Its destination on or before Sat-
urday would not be accepted. The Santa
Fe has already issued an order to Its
agents to refuse shipments of perish-
ables and live stock at once.

Other railroads taking as sweeping
action but setting their time limit to
Saturday for freight deliveries, Include:
Burlington, Northern Pacific, Rock Is-

land, Southern Pacific, Southern rail
way. Missouri, Kansas ana Texas, hi.
Louis and San Francisco, Ioulsvllle
and Nashville, Atlantic Coast line,
Western of Alabama; Central of Geor-
gia, and the Mobile and Ohio.

Ttnmalnlnr roads are cxnected to
take similar action within twentv-fou- r

houra.
The Southern Pacific warned all

prospective travelers they might be
subjected "to perplexing-- delays after
Sunday night." Qther railroads noti-
fied their agents to give the same
warning- - to travelers.

A strike of 6,000 freight handlers
In Chicago has been called for this
afternoon. The only apparent way
to avert It Is by submission or the
roads to the men's flemands--tn- e
right of business agents to collect
dues from union members during cer-
tain hours of employment at the
freight houses.

More than 800 are out on three
roads now.

Coast to Coast Schedule Will Be

Investigated by Commerce

Commission.

The Interstate Commerce Commission
suspended Increased transcontinental
rates, recently proposed by coast to
coast carriers.

The proposed schedules are suspended
to December 30. because "the rights and
privileges of the public appear to be
Inliiriously affected" bv the Increases.

During the period of suspension the
commission will conduct n thorough

of the proposed rates.
The suspension followed hearings be-

fore the suspension board of the com-
mission, ln which more than COO trans-
continental shippers were represented.

The proposed Increase lnu rates grew
out of Uie recent decision of the com-
mission ln the Intermountaln rate case,
lemovlng certain "extra" relief from
tho long and short haul provision, fol-
lowing the disappearance of water com-
petition by way of the Panama canal.

OF STRIKE THREAT

Many Lines Put Embargo on

Freight Which Cannot Be

Delivered by September 4.

NEW YORK, Aug. 30. First effects
of the Impending nation-wid- e railroad
strike, which will tie up the com-
merce of the country, were being felt
today, before the walk-ou- t of the 400,-00- 0

members of the big four brother
hoods Is scheduled.

Probably never In the history of rail-
roading have the big Hues of the
country faced such a situation as Is
now presented. Many lines have al-

ready put an embargo on all freight
which cannot be delivered before Sep-
tember 4. Shippers and buyers are
making frantic efforts to move goods,
or lay In an extraordinary supply be-

fore the tie-u- p becomes effective.
Thousands of persons on vacation,

away from home on business, are cut-
ting their trips short. Wnrnnlg has
been given by one road In the Middle
West that passengers may suffer In-
convenient delays onco the strike Is
In effect, and reports here today in-
dicate a country-wid- e scramble to
"get back home."

The New .York, New Haven, and
Hartford railroad was the first to de-
clare an embargo on frolght In the
Eastern district. The New York Cen-
tral, Pennsylvania, Lackawanna. Erie
and New York, Susquehanna and
Western were expected to follow suit.
Tho passenger departments of all
lines today reported heavy demands
being made upon them from all points,
Dy tno thousands ol summer travel-ers. No attempt is made by the rosdsto minimize the probable effect of astrike on passenger traffic.

Announcement of an embargo onfre ght, which cannot of certainty bedelivered by a set date, Is expectedfrom the trie, one of the largestfreight carrying roads In the coun-try before today is over. At theErie offices it was stnted a meetingwas held during the morning, but no
definite decision was reached. A sec-
ond meetlniT la to hl helfl Inter In fh
dav. when It was said some actionwill probably be taken.Not only are the railroads feeling
the effects of the Impending strike,
but banks are also being flooded withdemands from big business houses,endeavoring to purchase supplies ln
practically "train-loa- d lots" in someInstances.

Creates Consternation.
The embargo announced by the New

Haven, and the possibility that other
roads would take similar notion, created
the greatest consternation among ship
pers. Owing to the heavy traffic and
car shortage under normal conditions.It Is realized that tho railroads may not
be able to bundle anv more freight thanIs now actually on hand. ThW wouldmean business houses which failed toget ln their extra orders prior to this
wecK.wiu proDaoiv oe caught short.

AH produce houses ana other Armsdealing in perishable goods were mak-ing frantic efforts to get shipments
now en route delivered. Once the strike
is In effect, the food supply in a ma-jority of tho larger cities of the country
will probably not hold out more than a
week unless some way 1 found of get-
ting foodstuffs to them, it Is estimated.

Prepare for Strike.
In the meantlmo Eastern roads are

makln? preparations for the strike, en-
deavoring to arrange for men to operate
trains. All workers not affiliated with
tho brothcrhodos aie called upon to
stand by tho companies. The Erie 1ms
Issued a notice that emplojes remaining
loyal will bo put at tho head of their
serivce rosters, and will be regarded as
senior employes of the comnnnv. Warn.
Ing Is also given that men Joining thestrike, leave the service of the com-
pany, and lose all rights and privileges.

Tells Senate Modern Working

fcenator Cummins today In a Senate
epeech suggested creation or n special
tribunal to be Known as a Court of Ar
bitration, a Commerce Court, or nn in
"'Wirlal Commission, ns the nrst nea

ity step toward preventing dlsshtluus
liaimrml wars. He told the Senate
thft, n montion ln his. sneeoh of the' .'present railroad situation was meant to
dl'Piy only In the abstract.

He denounced "so-calle- d compulsory
Duration- - nn nn impossibility, mere
no power, no ,-- ld wmccdc
State governments can force men to

work when they do not want to. 'this,
aald, would be the case under nny

actual compulsory arbitration law. ine
null nnd thirteenth amendments to the
Constitution, he said, would prevent
operation of such proposed laws.

"I do not doubt, however." aald Cum-
mins, "that Congress could create it
tribunal, and confer upon It Jurisdiction
to seize upon n controversy between a

bodv of railway workers,
such for Instance as the Brotherhood of
Engineers, and the railway companies,
rail the parties In dispute before It.
take ovldonce and render judgment, as'turning, of course, that the dispute af-
fects commerce with foreign nations or
among States.

"Rut even this procedure would meet
obstajc'K. alnoe enforcement of an
award might compel men to work
against their will, which Is Involuntary
servitude. Compulsory arbitration. In
tho complete sense. Is a myth an Idle
dream. It Is only possible under pure
socialism, in which ail relations of tho
human being are dotermlned by the
state or In a puro monarchy.

"If we nre ready to treat the man
who refuses to work, or who leaves his
work because he Is dissatisfied with
wnges or working conditions, as we do
criminals or deserting soldiers, then
compulsory arbitration Is possible. I
pray wo never shall be ready to do
this."

Cummins said there is some of good
In both the Canadian and New Enp-
lane! laws regarding industrial disputes,
but that they are not wholly effectUe.
Similar laws In Massachusetts and Wis-
consin; he believes are better. The Kril-ma- n

and Newlands acts, he said, both
have proved their value.

Labor's Weapon.
Cummins named against any legisla-

tion that would tend to make strikes
against the law. Such legislation, he
aald, would practically prohibit unions.

"The chief object of the union." said
Cummins, "Is to combine the strength
of all Its members. The strike,
through which the whole membership
ceases to work, is the modern weapon
of labor.

"By this weapon working men of
modern times have emancipated them-
selves from slavery of former years.
Without It In some form they soon
would again be reduced to their an-
cient subjection. I am unalterably
opposed to any such legislation un-Ic- sr

it Is accompanied with a sure
relief for Injustice."

Cummins recommended na deserving
of consideration the contention that
a modified, or partial restriction of
the right to strike In a combined way
would make for Industrial peace.

a strike nnd declare such action willat once mean a severance of friendly
relations between the two companies
and their men.

Tho letter was signed by F. B. Lin
coln, general manager lines east; J,
B. Dickson, general manager lines
west, and II. O. Dunkle, general man-
ager Chicago division. Both letters
outline the following action which
the companies purpose to take ln case
n strike is put Into operation:

First Employes who remain con-
tinuously In the service will beplaced at the head of the respec-
tive aervlce rosters in the order
of their present relative position
thereon, and will hereafter be con-
sidered the senior employes of thecompany.

Second Employes who Join In tho
strlko do by such action leave the
service of the company, and in so
doing all rights and privileges as
employes cease.

Third Employes who leave the
service may cr same only at
the option of the division superin-
tendent, and then only as new s;

their position on the roster
dating from the date they are

to resume dutv. Before again
entering tie service they will be
required to pars the physical exam-
ination prescribed for new employes,
and will also be required to pass the
examination on rules as prescribed
for employes of the class of serv-
ice which they enter.
"You arc again urged to give the mat-

ter careful consideration," the latter
concludes. "Think before you strike
of all that your act involves. Are your
present grievances so great as to 'Justi-
fy you In Jeopardizing all you have
gained while In the service of the com-
pany?"

90,772 Stockholders to
Get Pennsy Dividends

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company
announces that the quarterly dividend
will be paid August 31 to 90,772 stock-
holders.

The May dividend was paid to 84,169

stockholders, the largest number of
stockholders of that company who ever
rcceivco tne aiviaena.

The decrease In the number of stock-
holders is due chiefly to the effects of
the European war, and the recent mobi-
lisation of American securities as co-
llateral for the new British loan.

.President's Ability- - to Get

,' Program Through."

TRY TO GET COMPROMISE

Both Adamson and Kitchin Ask

Wilson to Eliminate at Least
Two Requests.

Although House leaders are skeptical
today regarding the ability of the
President to put through all of the
legislation he recommended in his strike '
crisis message, tho lower body is await-
ing the Senate's move.

An effort was made by House leaders
last night to convince the President
that he should be satisfied with a part
of the legislative program outlined, per-
mitting the remainder to go over pend- -
Ing an Investigation of the strike situa-
tion.

The President returned to the Capitol
last night and conferred with Speaker
Clark, Congicsaman- - Kltchln, majority
leader; Congressman Mann, minority
leader; Chairman Adamsbn, of the In-
terstate Commerco Committee, and Con
gressman Hierung, one or tne ranking
Republicans of that committee. The
conference was held In the office of
Speaker Clark, and continued for more
than an hour.

Further Conferences.
At its conclusion. Congressman Adam-so- n,

as spokesman for the conference,
announced that no definite House 'pro-
gram had been agreed upon and future
conferences would be held. There was
unanimity of opinion, he said, that a
strike must be averted.
It was learned that both Mr. Adam-so- n

and leader Kltchln suggested to
the President that his program will be
more quickly handled if he consents to
eliminate at least two of the recom-
mendations contained ln the message.

A storm may
break if an attempt la made to suggest
to the Interstate Commerce Commission
a freight rate Increase. Republican
members from the shipping sections of
the Northwest are particularly on the
warpath against this plan. - , --;

Congressmen Mann and Sterling, the
Republicans at last night's conference,
are understood to have been noncom-mlt- al

concerning the amount of mi-

nority support that may be expected for
the President's plan, but did not com-
mit themselves-exce- pt to say that tho
legislation proposed was of most sweep-
ing character, and deserving of long
consideration. .

t wn ncrceA that for the nresent .o
House leaders shall await developments
In the Senate. Thr-- President appeared,
absolutely convinced that his entire pro-
gram will go through the Senate with-
out dclav and on a nonpartisan vote.

It Was this confidence on tho Presi-
dent's part that temporarily bl6cked
Mr. Kltchjn and Mr. Adamson In their
suggestions that a lesser amount of
legislation should be attempted at thlJ
time, and that the question ln its en-

tirety should be tackled a little later.
The conference with the House leail-e- rs

last nlKht is understood to havo
been the direct icsiilt of a gentle hint
conveyed to Senator Newlands bv
Ch'ilrmau Adanion. Senator Ncwlandi
has been piocecding with plans for
Senate Icfilslatlon, after several confer-
ences with the President, and the Houra
appeared to have been left out of tho
picture.
