Maybe they will; but if they do,
he'll not keep it long. It is just that
system of putting incapables on
thrones because 1,000 years ago they
had ancestors, that has got Europe
Jnto its present scrape. The notion
that seven or eight families of
Europe are divinely set up to pro-
vide all the rulers for the continent
~which means, for pretty much the
whole human race—is played out.
The people are going to have more
to do with selecting their rulers, and
the genealogists a lot less.

If Germany and Austria haven't
yet discovered that fact, they have
an awakening coming to them.

COLE BLEASE COMES BACK

In the Democratic primaries in
Bouth Carolina, Cole Blease seems
to have been pretty certpinly nomi-
nated for governor. Blease has been
out of office one term, and South
Carolina has been a good deal out
of mind; but it will be back on the
map promptly.

Precisely what can be at the bot-
tom of the Palmetto State's
processes, to return to Blease, is
pomething that may become the sub-
Ject of conjecture; but it will never
be understood. There must be a
different sort of people down there.
Possibly the unanimity with which
the rest of the country became dis-
gusted with Blease aroused some
wssentment in South Carolina. Any-
how, the State apparently wants
Blease again as its chief executive,
mnd if it likes that sort of a gov-
#rnor, it is of course welcome.

In fact, for a State that prefers
e Bleasé kind of governor, Blease
murely must be precisely the kind
@f governor it prefers.

'WHE WRECK OF THE MEMPHIS
.

The armored cruiser Memphis
wms one of the most widely known
weasels of the United States navy.
fhe had been known, however, as
the cruiser Tennessee until about
three months ago, when the new
pame was bestowed upon her. Her
logs, in a most remarkable catas-
tmophe at Santo Doming® City, takes
from the navy a vessel that had
been seen, and that had done splen-
did service, in the far quarters of
the world.

Until full explanations argreceiv-
od concerning the manner of her
Joss, it will be unnecessary to con-
Jecture as.to where the blama lies.
The Memphis had been serving in
Banto Domingo in connection with
the efforts of this country to restore
and maintain order there. Seem-
ingly, she was caught in a very sud-
den storm and drifted on the rocks
before steam could be raised. The
harbor at Santo Domingo city is a
very dangerous one; a fact that, at
this season of the year especially,
would be expected to demand especial
precautions,

The affair recalls vividly the loss
pf American vessels two decades ago
in a typhoon at Apia, Samoa. In-
quiries into that disaster made.it
wery plain that nobody was to blame;
#t was one of the incidents to mari-
time experience against which ab-
solute insurance is impossible. It
may prove that the same is true of
the Memphis disaster,

HINDENBURGQ IN THE CHIEF

He has been
the great reliance of the Kaiser in
crises, from the early smash of the
Russians into East Prussia at the
war's opening, down to the recent
rehabilitation of their offensive un-
der Brusiloff.

The
enemy probably numbers today two
soldiers to every one that the cen-
tral powers can muster; and there
is no such disparity of quality as at
the beginning of the war. The ad-
vantage in numbers and in material
has swung away from the Teutons
to the entente. The only ad-
vantage remaining to the Germans
is in the possession of the shorter
lines. It is a task, indeed, for their
greatest soldier; and without doubt
von Hindenburg is that man.

THE COUNTRY NEARING A
SUPREME DISASTER

It is now but a matter of hours
before the greatest industrial strike
in history shall be inaugurated, un-
less settlament can rtheanwhile be
effected. The prospect for that con-
clusion grows less hopeful with
every passing hour.

Already the disaster is in its first
stages. The railroads are issuing
notices, warning shippers not to
send, and their agents not to accept,
perishable goods for delivery later
than Monday next. Travelers are
being warned against undertaking
journeys which might leave them
gshort of their destinations at the
hour for the tie-up to become effec-
tive.

Cities are taking account of their
supplies of food, fuel, and other
necessaries, Municipal authorities
are giving thought to measures for
the conservation of foodstuffs, not

altogether unlike those that have
been adopted in countries at war and

blockaded. The substance of the |-

matter is that the country faces the
most desperate industrial war it has
ever known.

It is a strange commentary on
the futile efforts of modern society
to protect itself against the dangers
that are involved in its very struc-
ture. All the modern world has
vaguely realized that the complexi-
ties of the social and economic struc-
ture carried with them menaces to
the very life of the community. The
possibility of a frightful disaster be-
ing precipitated in the very fashion
in which this strike now" thréatens,
has been recognized, if net appreci-
ated. But the community hag gone
airily along, imagining '' that* suf-
ficient to each day was ‘#s own
troubles; hoping the great ecrisis
would not come, or that somebody
else would be responsible for deal-
ing with it when it should come, It
has come, and the country is not
ready for it.

For decades men have contem-
plated the possibility of this thing.
They have whimsied about the dan-
ger of such a crisis, but have done
nothing, Compulsory arbitration,
with power back of it sufficient to
enforce its decrees, has been a
mildly interesting theme of aca-
demic debate; that is all. Men have
discussed the question of whether
such a vital service, 8o public in its
essential character as the nation’s
transportation, ought to be controlled
by interests whose first concerns
were personal and selfish; but noth-
ing effective has been accomplished
to insure the social control of that
service. Now, with a nation-wide
strike five days ahead, actually or-
dered by the men who have the in-
dubitable power to issue the decree,
there is a hurly-burly of excited ef-1
fort to devise means that may stave
off the calamity.

There is nothing in the present
conditions of the railroad business,
the circumsta of “the trainmen,
or the attitud® of the public toward
either the corporations or their em-
ployes, to justify a strike, The pub-
lie, though it has for months been
hearing of the danger, has not be-
lieved it possible that such a crash
could come in a time like this, Seem-
ingly, neither side to the controversy
believed the other would carry its
demands to the extreme limit. Prob-
ably neither side realized that as
matters developed it would be pushed
inevitably farther toward che preci-
pice, until to graw back might be-
come impossible, That is just what
is now facing both sides and the
nation.

The desperate need of the moment
is & leadership that can take charge
and save this situation, It is use-
less to debate whether President
Wilson has done the best that might
have been done. He has done the hest
that he could do, and has /ailed;
though there is still hope that the
situation is not & complete loss. The
President has turned to Congress,
and in the next few days the unm-
wieldy machinery of legislation will
have to provide measures that will
save the day, if it shall be saved.
It will not be saved unless some-

body with a grasp and an authority

THE DUTY OF CONOGRESS

Congress has a chance to prove
itaelf. The duty to save the coun-
try: from an overwhelming misfor-
tune has been put up to it. Will it
make- good ?

Congress does not stand any too
well with the public. It is suspected
of wasting a good deal of time with
pointless and futile conversation
and of playing politics when there
is pressing need to get business
done.

The, railroad strike. may come five
days hence. It may last only a day,
and yet be followed by a train of
disasters that will continue for
many weeks.

If the ruinous results of such a
crisin are to be avoided, it will be,
evidently, because of the ability of
Congress to rise to a great emerg-
ency and do business; do it promptly,
decisively, effectively. The admin-
istrative and executive branches of
the Government have not succeeded.
They are commonly expected to per-
form with dispatch and assprance, in
such crises. If the legislative branch
can render the service that the coun-
try so acutely meeds, and needs
without delay, it will do a vast deal
to reinstate itself in public con-
fidence.

Congress has its chance; but it
can never do the thing that is need-
ed unless it will eschew all playing
of politics, and put its performance
on the basis of pure patriotism.

IT OUGHT TO BE ENOUGH

A man in Indiana was sent to the
penitentiary under an indeterminate
sentence of from two to fourteen
years, for forgery. Theoretically, he
was entitled to earn “good time” in
the discretion of the penal authori-
ties if he should conduct himself
properly in prison. It was incon-
ceivable that, if he were a well-
behaved prisoner, he would have to
serve the full fourteen years.

He did behave as a model prisoner;
his record was irreproachable. He
expected to get some benefits in
commutation of sentence; but he
was persistently assured by other
prisoners that he hadn't a chance;
and the reason commonly given was
that the prison labor contractors
had influence that kept men in the
prison the maximum terms, so that
greater profits might be made from
their labor after they had become
skilled.

Twelve years of his fourteen-year
sentence passed, and the convict, be-
lieving at lagt that he would never
get any commutation, took advant-
age of a chance and ran away. He
made his escape clean; got out of the
State; fell into good employment, and
at length was betrayed back into the
hands of the Indiana authorities by
a former cellmate in the prison,
whom he had befriended. Now he is
to be sent back for the rest of his
sentence,

It seems that the case ought to
start something in Indiana. It is al-
most unbelievable that a man sen-
tenced for from two to fourteen
years should get absolutely no “good
time” for exemplary conduct. In
most States, that man would have
been given his freedom years before
his effort at escape. Beyond that,
is it true that prison labor contrac-
tors—commonly about the most
grasping of all taskmasters—are
running Indiana prisons for their
own profita? If that is true, even
to any small degree, it is a dis;
to the State. The contract labor
system is fast being discarded, as
it ought to have been long ago. It
is like going back into the dark
a;f,es to read of a State penitentiary
where the “contract rine” is still
running the institution.

Somebody in authority in Indiana
might well give this particular con-
vict a pardon, and then start an in-
vestigation of conditions in that
prison.

NOLANP HE OUUHT TO WINI

The Government employes of
Washington will justifiably feel
gratification over the fact that Con-
gressman John I. Nolan of Califor-
nia is reasonably sure to be returned
to Congress for another term. Mr.
Nolan 18 the author of the bill pro-
viding a minimum wage scale of $3
per day in the Government service,
and his re-election will mean a con-
tinuation of the fight for this legis-
lation.

In the California primaries yes-
terday, according to advices received
here today, Mr. Nolan received the
nomination fof Congress from the
Democratic, Republican, and Pro-

ssive parties. With thia triple
ndorsement it would seem that an
outsider has slim chance of beating
him in the general elections, The
Californian is a progressive Repub-
lican, a self-made man who has &
union card in his pocket, and a con-
sistent advocate of labor legislation
in the lower house.

He has obtained a favorable re-
port from the Committee on Labor
on the $8-a-day bill, and althouyh
this measure now occupies a place
on the calendars which precludes
consideration at the current session,
the retufn of Mr. Nolan to Co
insures & renewal of the ﬁgﬂt in
December, and, if necessary, in the
Sixty-fifth Congress,

Improve U. S. Service

Rate of Remuneration Will Be Fixed According to
Real Value of Service Rendered—Will Ad-
just System for Promotions and De-
motions in All Departments.

If the urgent deficlency bill as report-
ed from conference passes both houses
It will mean that all clerks In execu-
tive departments of the Government will
be put on an efficiency basis,

This is nothing to get alarmed about.
It doesn’t mean stop watehes and sharp
orders, or an awful strain in the offices.
It merely means that Congress Is at-
tempting to secure an equitable dis-
tribution of the funds devoted lo each
department, seeks to favor the demerv-
ing, and give a spur to the others.

Promotions Are Frequent.
