Greek gendarmes joined a force
of volunteers and surrounded the
garrison in Saloniki. The besieg-
ed troops fired from the barracks
when ordered to surrender, killing
three of the besiegers and wound-
ing two.

TROOPS JOIN REVOLTERS.

Three reximents of Greek troops at
Vodena have joined the revoltionists,

Theo. trodpe In the Bulonlki barracks
'rofused to surremder to the revolu-
tionists. General Barrall, commander
of the Anglo-French forces, finally
intervened. and. with the approval of
the revolutionists, agreed to disarm
and intern the regular troops. The
barracksa is now in possession of the
French troops.
