Bethman Hollweg's Overthrow
Is Sought by Advocates of
Submarine Warfare.

LONDON, Sept. 26, —A great politjical
crinin 1n mlowly developing In Ger-
many, says the correspondent at Am-'
sterdam of Heuter's Telewram Com- |
pany.

A conference of the Bocialists of lhl'l
German empire has adopted by a vole
of 251 to 5 A resolution declaring the
country must be defended untll its en-
emles are prepared to conclude a peace
Kunranteeing the political and territorial
integrity and the sconomic development
of Germany, according-to a lelegram
from Berlin recelved at Amsterdam and
forwarded by ths Reuter
Company.

The resohution Is sald te have opn-
demned atrongly the machinations and
demands o fthose who wish to make the |
war one of conguest. This attitude, it
Is conlended, strengthens the resist-
ance of Germany’s op s and d I
1o prolong the conflict,

he resolution declared also that the '
Socinl Democracy placed the interesta
of Its own people In the forefront of
the war aims, bul demanded reapect
for the viwsl Interestsa of other peoples,

The conference expressed Ita regret
that the offorta of the Bociallsts for
peace had not met the desired response
from the countries at war with Ger-
many, as not only enemy atatements
but even the official representatives of
French soclaliam and of the English
lL.abor party had declared themselvea
hostlis to peace. Responsibility for pro-
longing the war was placed by the con-
ference on thoss opposing peace, and It
wan demanded that the German gov-
eronment should continually endeavor to
terminate the war and give the people
the peace they had long desird,

Approval of the action of the Socialists
in the Helchstag In voling for Ger-
many's war credila was expressed by
the conference.
