Judging from tho general discussion
at the Interpretation meeting of the
football rule committee fin Saturday,
In Now York. It would seem that many
coaches sit up nights trying to work'
out schemes whereby they can iinu
loopholes In tho code. Some of the offi-

cials also seem to give much topsy-
turvy thought to the placing of some

Intricate construction on a
rule And providing for

over to arise on the
'gridiron.

Tho best of the officials never havo
any troublo during the progress of a
game. If a knotty point arises, a foot-
ball official with common sense will
make no mistake. The gamo doesn't
wont officials who have td lean con-
stantly upon a rule book In their right
hand all the tlmo. The officials should
know the general spirit of the rules
thoroughly and make their decisions
without delay.

It Is a healthy sign that some of the
coaches aro Intent upon making the
gamo as as possible for the

The first good move In
this direction was made last year, when
some of the teams consented to wear
numbers so that the onlookers could
know what men were engaged in each
play. While this custom has not bn-co-

general. It Is believed that It will
be practiced In nil tho Iblg games be-
fore many seasons havn passed.

Another good suggestion was mado
to tho rules committee on Saturday
when It was suggested that upon the In-

fliction of a penalty In a gamo, and an-

nouncement should be made, either by
megaphone or on the scoreboard, ex-
plaining the cause of the penalty and
nlso giving the name of the player on
whose account It was Inflicted. As
theso punishments aro Inflicted nowa-
days, it Is practically Impossible to
know the why and the wherefore of the
actions of the officials.

Such matters na numbering players
and announcing penalties could be ar-
ranged for without being Incorporated
In tho code If the college tcamsm desire
to accommodate the public to this ex-
tent. The mien are Involved enough
now, and are so voluminous that It
thsro Is any further change to be 'made
In them, they should bo condensedvas
far as possible. Sufficient evidence that
tho regulations need clarifying Is con-
tained In tho fact that coaches and offi-
cials aro often at u loss to know just
what Interpretation to put on them.
