having spent the summer showing what
a great cowboy he Is, has announced
that he wants some one to offer another
fortune for his services as a heavy-
weight champion. He wants to fla-ht-.

That Is, he says he wants to tight, and.
as Tom Jones also says Wlllard wants
to engage In fisticuffs for the benefit of
a public which haa been deprived of
Wlllard's presence since he walloped all
the aspiration out of Frank Moran, it
must be admitted the statement carries
some weight.

Wlllard made his rash statement on

Jones admitted he had been de-
luged with an offer of 140,000 for Wll-
lard's services. The offer, he said, came
from a syndicate at Everett, Wash.
