The play Is not up to the otherplays, having many tedious passages,
which need careful pruning Mrs
lluckncr's presentation last night wan
marked by the skill with which thehcpassages had been exclied, and thcontinuity of the play preserved not-
withstanding.

Lyonhurst with Its .Spanish design
and architecture, afforded a splendid
background for the performance.

Miss
Hron, who has been known throughout
the country ns a comic opera prima
donna and n stock company leading
woman, has returned to the stage tor u
season of forty weeks with the "Mid-
night Maidens" company at the Gaycty
this week, after an absence of three
ears.
"Farming Isn't a luxury with me it's

my tegular Job," said Miss Byron. "I'm
really making good as a farmer, and I
like It. It's a business that must De
considered from a business angle.

Raising Bull Dogs la Farming.
"It sounds foolish to say that special-

izing In French bulldog's, peaches, and
apples Is fanning. But It Is. There
Isn't a stock farmer In the country
whoso work Is more difficult or requires
the care and experience that running a
dog farm for any or tno fancy brecjn
or tno pets requires.

"This ear my French bulls have been
moro or less of a failure. That Is, I
have lost Just a little less than 0 per
cent of the notmal number of puppies
That loss Is considerable as any stock
faimer can testify.

"It costs us Just as much to live on
a farm as It does elsewhere. I mean
by that, the necessities of life arc Just
as costly. We have been struck by the
high cost or living as well as the folks
In town. And when our crops are a
failure, as my ponch crop and apple
crop hac been this season, wo must
look to something else.
