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FEW ARMS CROSS

BORDER, SAYS BELL

Patrol Commander Declares
Both Mexican Factions
Have Little Ammunition

EL PASO, Tex., Oct. . Very tittle
ammunition Is being smuggled Into
Mexico, according to Gen. George liell,
Jr., eommondcr of tho American border
patrol at El Paso.

This Is lib nnswer to tho Cabrera
charge that ammunition In large quanti-
ties is going to Villa. General Delia says
tho Carranzlstas uro getting as much
nmmunltlon as tho Villstas nnd that
neither faction Is getting enough to hurt.

Information from General Hell's Intel-
ligence, department Is that neither fac-
tion has enough ammunition to carry on
fin effective campaign against the other.
Tho Information Is to tho effect that
Villa v(ould attack Chihuahua City If ho
had tho. ammunition, and that tho Car-ran-

forces would push their campaign
ngalnst Villa if they had the cartridges
to do It with.

That Villa carried on a correspondence
with Gen. Jacinto Trcvlno, military com-
mander of Chihuahua, following the de-
feat of Gcnoral Osuna's forces at Palo-ma- s,

and made a request for medicine to
toko enro of tho wounded Carranzlstas,
Is the report mado by a refugo from
Chihuahua, who declares ho saw the
letters which passed bctwen tho two
leaders.

Villa Returns Wounded.
Villa sent two carloads of wounded

Carranlilstns Into Chihuahua City, with
a letter Informing Trcvlno that tho
prisoners wcro not deprived of their
oars, as ho probably expected to find
them, nnd thnt they wcro greatly In
nerd tif mcdlclno.

General Trcvlno sent word back he
could care for no more wounded as ho
was without medicine. Villa's reply was
that ho would find tho mcdlclno when
he came Into Chihuahua.

"Anything else 1 want, I will take,"
he Is reported to hovo added.

Tho reported enveloping movement
Which was to have been made to head
off tho Vllllstns In tho vicinity of
Santa Rosalia did not proceed further
than kilometer 12, nbout three miles
west of Chihuahua, on tho Mexico
northwestern. Tho garrison in Chihua-
hua City has plenty of men. but there
Is a. decided shortage of ammunition.

Villa Has Few Armn.
It Is reliably reported that Villa's men

llkcwlso havo few rllles and llttlo am-
munition. Of tho soldiers under Villa
at Han Andreas last week, 800 had arms
and nmmunltlon, nnd tho others, who
exceeded In number the armed men,
wcro Instructed to rush forward and
get tho rllles and cartridge belts of
stricken Vllllstas In buttle.

Vllllstas seized a freight train between
Ortiz and Snntn Itosulla Thursday and
started south towaril Parral and Jime-
nez, after destroying somo of tho truck
and cutting the telvgruph lines.

It is reported that a forco of Vllllstas
was left In thn vicinity of Palomas and
San Andreas to operate tho three Mex-
ico Central and Kansas City, Mexico
and Orient railroad trains which wcro
seized following the light at Custhulrl-achl- c.

Twelve Mexico Northwesternengines were In Chihuahua, and did
not fall Into the Vllllstas' hands.

Uachimba Canyon FortiGcd.
Villa was fortllled in Uachimba

canyon, thirty-tw- o miles south of Chi-
huahua, according to reports received
hero yesterday afternoon by the United
States army, and has tho ontranco to
the canyon guarded by artillery cap-
tured from the Carranza forces last
week.

Thcro Is considerable doubt here thatVilla's main command Is In tho canyon,
no Villa is believed to bo headed forSanta Rosalia. It is mora likely, It is
pointed out, that Villa has left a de-
tachment to guard tho railroad at thocanyon.

A report was received todav to tho
effect that Trcvlno had conceived tho
plan of evacuating Chihuahua and com-
ing to Juarez only to return and strikea rushing blow at Villa after tho bandit
hud entered tho city.

Viewed as Discourtesy.
For the president of the Mexican

commission. Ignoring the Amorlcan
members, to inuko a direct public np-pe-

was accepted not only ns tho
gravest discourtesy, but as an indica-
tion that Uio Moxlcnn members aro pre-
pared to abandon their attempted
mediation.

Cabrera in his statement charged thatgroups which want to seo tho destruc-
tion of Carranza's government, "In
order that license, banditry, and rapinemay continue nnd multiply," now in-
fest tho American sldo of tho border.

A "broad intorpretntlon" of United
States neutrality nnd Immigration laws
would, ho said, go a long way towardcorrecting border disturbances.

As to Arms Imports.
tWwcra then mado what was consider-

ed ono of tho most Irrflatlng charges in
his statement, by declaring that "the
Importation of armH and munitions for
tho use of Villa, Zapata, and tho other
bandits and brigands Is conducted under
the very eyes of supine officials whoso
business It would bo to hinder their
transmission ncross the border."

Cabrera's statement added;
"Tho propaganda of revolt against

constituted order Is being promoted by
scores of conspirators, knovn to both
tho Mexican and tho American officials.
who, by even tho most strictly literal
Interpretation of Amorlcas' Immigration
laws, should bo deported from tho
United States.

"That tho Amerlcnn Government is
competent to restrict and restrain tho
exportation of arms nnd munitions is
probable by the fact that during the
early days of tho Carranra revolt
ngalnst tho usurper llucrtn theso laws
wero enforced with an almost oruel
Vlpldlty against Cnrrnnzn.

''That the law governing the conduct
of tindeslrabto aliens can be enforced
is proved at Hills Island and throuhot
the I'nlted States every day in tho year.

"Activity, energy, vigilance, nnd per-
sistency can correct tho situation. In-
difference, cnrolessnexs nnd heedless
liberality can make a bad case worso."

Would Be Fourth Failure.
I tho Atlantic City conferences ad-

journ ns a result of Cabrera's action, It
will bo tho fourth failure to settle tho
Mexican trouble by mediation. x

First, there was tho conferences of
diplomatic representatives of Argentina,
ltrazil, nnd Chile with representatives
ot tho Vnltcd Stntes; then the confer-
ence of I.atln-Ainerlcn- n diplomats In
which tho ambassadors and ministers of
Argentina, Ilrnzll, Chile. Ilollvla. Gua-
temala, and Uruguay met with United

States representatives; and finally there
wero the abortive border conferences
between General Soott and Qncral Obro-go- n.

It has been tacitly understood that tho
Present conferences represent tho final
effort of tho United States to settlo
Mexican problems through mediation.

In the mcantlmo the War Department
Is preparing thn troops In Mexico and
alorg the border for an indefinite stay.
Orders havo been sent to General Funs-to- n

to equip troop quarters for winter
weather. Tents are to be walled In and
floored with board and supplied with
stoves and hot water heaters. It Is ex-
pected the work wilt cost a million or a
million and a half.
