George F. Bowerman Declares
His Address to Chevy Chase
Citizens Was Misquoted.

Thers was considerabls indignation
manifested by residenta of Takoma
Park and vieinity today. over the pub-
lished statement ascribed (o Cleorge F.

Howerman, librarlan of the Publie LA |

brary, In an address last night to the
membera of the Chevy Chase Citlzens’
Association, quoting him as questioning
the wisdom of placing the 340,000 Car-
negie ligary bullding at Takoma Park.

Res| ts of the locality not only
branded peveral parts of |t as false, but
declared that the dally attendance at
the library amply justified Has location,

Mr. Bowerman stated that the article
on “which the Indignation of the Ta-
koma Park folk Ia predicated misquotes
him in certaln parts, and conveys an
Impreasion which he did not mean to
convey In other partas,

“I was drawing an [llusteption of
why, In my opinlon, the public achools
in the suburbam should be modified In
such n manner as to afford library fa-
cllitles,” sald Mr. Bowerman, “'1 stated
that the expenditure of 840,000 for a li-
brary bullding In a suburb, as was done
In Takoma Park, was In ltself not as
good economy as using the same money
in the construction of a llbrary In a
more populous section, say aboul two
or two and a half milea from the maln
lbrarvy,

“I explained that, In my opinion, it
would be hetter economy In the suburbs
to use the public schools for lbrary
purposes until the population In such
communities would Justify the oon-
struction of a separate Hbrary bullding.

"“The Takoma Park Library was not
opposed hy me at the time, approved
of il, and rvealize that the location of
the Institutlion In the suburb has been
nmply justified by Its dally attendance,
The salaries of the asalstants at the
Hbrary were all ralsed at the lnst ses-
rion of Congress, and more money
belng spent for hooks for that branch
than ever before."
