ATTACKS WORK LAWS

National Child xLabor Committee
Points Oue Deficiencies.

State regulation of child labor In
local Industries la not yet as thor-
ough aa Uie Federal regulation on In-

dustries engaged In Interstate com-
merce, according to the annual re-
port of t)ie general secretary of tho
National Child Labor Committee,
Owen It, Lovejoy.

In hi report Mr, Lovejoy state
that In twenty-eigh- t states, chlldinn
nre allowed to work more than eight
hour In atorea and other local cstab
llshmrnts; twenty-eigh- t State hove
no rentilatlun of street work by
chltdien, and twenty States have poor
regulation; twenty-thre- o Slate neeu

messenger laws; twenty-si-
States-d- o not require medical exam-
ination of children for work permits:
twelve States have no educational ret
quirementa for work permits, and
thirty-tw- Htates have standarda low-
er than thn fifth grade. Unn State has
no compulsory education law, and
four State have only local option
laws.

"The 1.N50.000 wotklng children
whose status cannor be directly af-
fected by any kind of Federal reg-
ulation," says Mr. Lovejoy In his re-
port, "present the major problem on
which the efforta or the National
Child Labor Committee may now be
concentrated."
