Pan-Amerlc- Director, at Din

ner, Emphasizes Importance

' of Foreign Policy.

The United Slates Is. at the beginning
of n cfuejnl economic period, according
lo John narrctt, director genciiil of the

Union,, who spoke last
night (Tt tho annual banquet of the New
Jersey Society of Pennsylvania, In

Philadelphia. Rarrctf, who has Just
returned from an extended visit to
England and Trance, spoko of the
Importance of our foreign policy.

He says that the International devel-

opments of the next few months will
probable have as much bearing on the
United Stale an upon any Kuropean
power. In this lime, according to Mr.
Oarrett, maj be determined whether we
are to stay the first power of the world
or only bo a secondary Inlflience.

He recommends that we, as a na-

tion, glvo time and thought to the
solving of these International prob-
lems. He, says: "To this end every
civic, commercial, and social organi-
zation and women, our
universities and our public schools,
and our newspapers, shobidjeave, no
effort and method 'neglected to wako
our pepplo to careful consideration
of International Issues."

Mr. Uarrett asserts that the great
wave of business optimism has closed
our eye to the grave problems which
confront us. He rocs on lo say that
anyaftoinoon spent In one of our
large cltle would convince n serlnu
man that wo nro almost riotous In
our

,After seeing the sobriety and the
seilousncss of the Frenrli and Kng-lls- h

people. Mr. Rafrett soy" that ho
expeileuced a shock at "the almost
wunton phases nf peace which today
characterize our country and our peo-pie- ."

Mr. Barrett closed his address by
urging that every one give more con-
sideration to the foreign problems
and act as a nation In solving these
problems.
