Amowk the commonant of the 111
that Invads the human form are
varicose veins, which stubbornly re-
sist ordinary treatment. When they
become perious and form uleers upon
the leg. aa they often do, A surgical
operation is usually the only way to
effect a permanent cure, -

Varicose velns are comménest iIn
the legs, though not by ‘any means
confined to those members,

A sirange fact about varicose veins
is that the more prominent and tor-
tuous they appear on the surface the
simpler the eure; the less noticeable
the surface veins the more mallgnant
and reslstant thelr attendant ulcgrs
and the more radical the ration.
This in easlly understood when you
understand the mechaniam of the
veins of the leg.

The ‘veing earry the plood back to
the heart, hence In the veins of the
lega the blood s running contrary to

gravily, The walls of the velns must
support a column of blood whose
helght |s measured by the distance

1f, however,
the deeper veing are affected the spur-
face will show little slgn of them
until the wleers break through the
skin, The pain and discomfort is
greater, however, when the Iinner
velna are varicoas,

Method of Cure.

The welght of the bhlood drags the
velns down when thelr valves have
become Incompetent. The velns sag
~and knot, the blood stagnates in them
and ulcera reault

When the values of the velns have
broken down and blood flows back
and forth throggh them, Instead of
draining the superficial vessels Into
the deeper they are more likely to
carry the hlood from the deeper to
the superficial.

Thers are many ways of operating
on varicose veins. In a genoral way
these operations consist Iin cutting
out a piece of the affending veln, long
or shert, according to clreumsiances,
The ulcers are treated locally by a
method dédvised by Dr. P. G. BRillern,
who covers them with a stocking Im
pregnated wtih s pasta of zine oxide
and gelatine.
