Should Not Be Denied increase,

Declares Superintendent

of Schools.

'The public school teachers should
not be excluded from the Federal em-

ployes' salary increase," declared Er-
nest L. Thurston, Superintendent of
Schools, at the meeting of theBoaid
of Education jesterday.

A request was received from the
central committee, composed of rep
resentatlveB of all organized classes
of school emplojeB, asking the board
to work for a wage increase. After
a short discussion the expressed opln
Ion of the board member. was that
achopi employes jhould be included
in any salary ad ance of Federal em-

ployes-.
The Rev. John Van Schalck, Jr.,

president of the Board of Education,
stated that the board should stand by
it. xiMmit. submitted In the Dlbt.'ict
bill, but at the same time expressed his
opinion that school empioes no
much in need of the Increase as the
other Federal employes. The wayB
and mans committee Of the board
was empowered to act In any mnnner
that wnuld benefit the cause.

at Fort. Monroe, outlined his uni-

versal military training-pla- n to the
Senrfto Military Committee yesterday.

Colonel Foote's plan provides for
training camps- - In every Congres-- ,
sional district, boys on reaching the
age of , seventeen to spend, three
months a year in the camps. Certain
officers for the, training caxnp would
be taken from the national .guard and
be paid according to rank 1 during
camp service. '

"The magnitude of such an under-
taking Is startling," said Colonel
Foote. "There are it present about
20,00d,000 rrien and boys In the
United States available for such train- -
Inir. About 1.000.000 boys reach the
ago of seventeen annually. Of this
number but 40 per cent would be
physically fit for a year's Intensive
training such as I believe would be
necessary to fit them for-acti- ve ser-
vice." .

Col. C. D. Rhodes, cavalry instructor
at Fqrt Riley,' Kan, told the commit;
tee that "the present. militia system
was Inefficient In that it was undemo
cratic"
