
SMALL WON'T TAKE

STAND IN DEFENSE

Trial for Wife Murder Expected

to Reach End To-

morrow.

WEPT-O- N LEARNING NEWS

.Witnesses Testify Accused Man

and Victim Were on Best
of Terms.

OSSIPEE. N. H.. Jan. 7. Frederick
L. Small, on trial here charged with
the murder of his wife, probably will
not- - take the stand in his oVn de-

fense. It was announced by his coun-

sel. The trial Is expected to end to-

morrow-.
Technicality followed technicality

in the presentation of evidence yes-

terday. By the defense strenuous ef-

forts were made to prove that a lock,
with the bolt shot and the key on
the inside was found in the ruins of
the burned dwelling where Mrs. Flor-
ence Arlene Small met her death. It
was contended that Small left through
the door, and, consequently, Mrs.
Small was still living when he start-
ed for Boston.

Wept On Learning Xtn,
Leonard Blizzard, a taegro bell boy

at Young's Hotel in Boston, testified
he saw Small go to the hotel desk,

i
and, burying his face in his hands,
weep after receiving a telephone mes-
sage the night of September 29. Later
he asked the clerk, the boy. testified,
what was the matter, and told that
Small had Just learned of Xhe destruc-
tion by fire of his home and the death
of his wife in the flames.

In room 113, Blizzard said, he saw
Small sitting in a chair, weeping, and
.heard him cry: "My God! My little
girl is gone; I've got nothing to live
for now!"

Then followed rebuttal testimony
against that introduced by the State,
denying that Small drank heavily, and
that he had cursed his wife.

Clock Wu Not Alarm.
J. Alexander Lancton, a Jeweler,

testified that the wreck of a clock
found Jn the house had been on elght-- t
day clock.. and not an alarm clock, as
had been contended by the State when
it sought to show that an alarm clock

.had been used by Small to set off an
incendiary contrivance.

Charges that the State has been
holding out information favorable to
the accused were made by the de-
fense, following a call to the stand of
Sheriff Chandler.

Testimony late In the "day showed
that Small and his wife were on ex-
cellent terms.
