WAR PICTURES ON VIEW

French Official Artist to Meet
Guests at Private Exhibit.

One of the most Interesting events
of this afternoon will take place at
Octagon House, New York avenue and
Eighteenth street, when there will be
a private view of the pictures of
Charles Duvent, the French official
war painter. The artist will be pres-
ent to meet the guests, and the
French Ambassador and Mme. Jusse-ran- d

are among those who will at-
tend.

A public exhibition of she pictures
will open tomorrow, and will continue
for two weeks. Tho hours will be
from 2 to C o'clock.

Wounded Early In War.
The pictures are water color paint-

ings of the battlefields and of inci-

dents of the American war relief
work as the artist saw them in Bel-glu-

Artols, Champagne, Alsace, and
In Morocco.

Monsieur Dtivent, who, at the age
of fifteen, had a picture in the French
salon and at twenty-fou- r won the
"Hors Concours" prize there, was
wounded early in the war and inva-
lided home. Unable to fight, be was
still able to paint, and was sent back
to the front. commissioned by the
French ministry of foreign affairs to
paint France destroyed.

Worked Under Shell Fire.
This collection is the result of

nearly two ears' work under chell
fire. It Is for sale as a whole at the
price of $20,000. Mr. Holmes, the well-know- n

American artist, hung the col-
lection. The pictures had enormous
success in New York, and are to be
shown in the principal cities of the
United States. In Washington the
exhibition Is for the benefit of the
work of the surgical dressings com-
mittee, and 60 cents admission will be
charged.
