The United Statesx Governmeant is

preparad to recognize the right of de-
fensively armed American merchant
vessels to fire on German submarines

on sight.

Thia fact, illustrating tv a marked
degree the lengths to which the Gov-
ernment is prepared to go in defensze
of American rights, became known
definitely today when the State De
partment admitted its intention of
abiding, with respect to the behavior
aof the American armed ships, by rules
lald down by thit Government re
garding the rights of the armed mer
chantmen of belligerent powers

In a circular memorandum dated |
March 2§, 1915, and In other formal
communications, Secretary of State
Lansing held to the view that, sv
long &8 it was the practice of Ger-
man submarines to attack enemy
merchant craft without complying
with the rules of visit and search, it
was the right of these merchant craft
to sssuma that the mere presence of
& German submarine in their vicinity
implied hostile intent. Therefore, he
held, defensively armed enéemy mer |
chantmn had a right to fire on such |
submarines At aight, without losing
their status as merchantmen.

Prebability of War Admitied.

This same rule, it was stated to-
day, the American Covernment is pre
pared to uphold with regard to Amer
jcan merchant wvessals which are to
be armed for defense, although it is
perfect]ly well realizsed by the Gov |
ernment that. in all probability the
first shot fired by one of these nrmrd|
ships is going to mean war.

In other words, it was declared, the |
American ships willi not be expected |
to walt until they are attacked be
fore using their guns. They will be |
justified I they fire at the fAret sight
of a periscope in the barrad zone,
it being underatood that entente sub
marines are not crulsing in this area
without plain indications of their na- |
tiopality. |

such a thing sunuld |
occur, of course, officials realize that
the German submarine so atlacked|
would be jJustified in attacking the|
merchantman without further ado,
although, should the merchaolman
then surrender, she would be en
