CHAMBER AFFIRMS LOYALTY

Commerce Organization Announces
" Revision of Platform.
Changes In a recently adopted

declaration of principles by the Wash-
ington Chamber of Commerce were
announced yesterday.

Louis Ottenberg, chairman of the
Americanization and Immigration
committee, presented resolutions
which revised the platform to read:

"We publicly affirm full and com-
plete loyalty to our country. .

"We pledge our support to the
President of the United States, the
constitutional leader of the nation.

"We assert our belief in the patrl
otlsm of the Individual citizen of
whatever birth or former nationality.

"We believe that a spirit of pa-
triotism, not surpassed In fervor or
intensity at any time in our national
history, lives In the hearts of "the
entire American people, which awaits
only the call of the nation's leader.

"As American citizens, residing in
Washington, D. p., we declare our
readiness to make any sacrifice In de
fense of these principles of individual
liberty and freedom on land and on
sea, for which this nation has fought
three wars and which constitute the
sacred badge of American citizenship.

"Washington wishes to place Itself
before the nation as unequivocally
devoted to the principles of peace,
but only upon condition that peace
can be maintained without the sacri-
fice of national honor or American
principles."
