
NAZIMOVA PROVES

EXPERTS IN ERROR

Her "'Ception Shoals" Shows

Tragedy Can Still e Suc-

cessfully Produced.

FLAY SCORES AT BELASCO

Dramatic Interest Kept Up

Straight Through Four
Acts of Vehicle.

Expert opinion to the contrary, last
night's performance of "'Ception
Shoals." at the Belasco Theater, with
Alia Nazlmova In the leading role,
proves that (t la still possible to pro-

duce tragedy successfully.
For the dramatic story of Eve, the

young girl Isolated with her uncle, on
the lighthouse at "'Ception Shoals,"
la not only a modern play, but a
tragedy to boot.

This seeming paradox la the work
of Austin Adams, an American writer,
who has provided Nazlmova with a
vehicle so adept In construction, so
well fitted to Its atar.'yet withal so
general In Interest, that It has
ichleved success In New York, and Is
duplicating Its popularity on the road.

Component Parts.
All the truest and best momenta

which Nazlmova realixed In "Hedda
Gabler." and in "A Doll's Houae,"

with "War Brides." are com-
ponent parts of her new characteriza-
tion.

Far from denrlvlncr her of nv of
her vitality or appreciation or values.
Nazlmova'a ahort sojourn In vaudeville
in --war Brldea" aeema to have deep.
ened. polaed and crystallzed her art.

Unaoubdetly, the success of "'Cep
tion Shoals," is due largely to the del-
icate manner In which the author has
built up to the denouement. Not
until the last act, which takes place
five years after the flrat three, does
the strain of suspense which haa
bridged the gap culminate Into the
madness which drives Eve out Into
the sea.

First Scene.
The flrat scene shows a boat cast

on " 'Cpetlon Shoala," waiting for the
turn of the tide which shall set It
free. On board, Blake, the master,
la anxiously awaiting release In order

- that he may make port for a woman
on board who la about to become a
mother.

Swimming a mile from the light-
house, comes Eve and rises dripping
from the sea, to look at the first
man ahe haa ever seen, excent her
uncle., whom ahe aupposes to be her
'father. There on the boat, she tells
Blake of her strange life, of her
fanatical old "father," and of how
ahe has never been allowed to see or
been seen by visitors to the light. She
reveals the depths of her Ignorance
of life and sex, while Blake marvels.
The expectant mother Is suddenly
taken 111, and Eve la called upon to
help.

In spite of the opposition and rage
of the uncle, mother and baby are
taken into the lighthouse, where they
remain for five weeks. At the end of
that time, they leave, Blake prom-
ising to come back for Eve later.

Plana For Child of Om,
She plana and longs for a child of

her own, ever hopeful for Blake'a
return, but the uncle deprivea her of
her happineaa by Intercepting her
letters and telling Blake that ahe la
dead. 'Five years pass by. and the
fourth act brings the culmination of
the tragedy her uncle has brought
upon ner.

Unable to cope with tht rellglour
fanatic driven mad by the long strain
of waiting and watching, she s

out Into the night and the storm.
not knowing that happiness In the
form of Blake haa been almost with
In her grasp.

The supporting cast Is. excellently
chosen and trained so aa to er

ate most artistically with Nazlmova.
Only in one or two Insignificant in
atances waa the shading of any Im
personation too light or too dark.

Harmon, Emoth, a sailor, and Job,

Cleverly Conceived Scenes, in
Endless Variety, Follow in

Rapid Succession.

Abloom with more lavishly beautiful
creations than the garden of Zlegfeld
ever before produced, the tenth annl'
versary production of "The Follies'
opened at the New National Theater- -

laat night In a blaze of glory. Of
course the extravazanza atlll runs to
the night blooming cereua speclea of
femininity, but there seems to be
every known blossom, from the be
witching Ann Pennington, Ina Claire,
and Emma Halg, to the statuesque
blondes and brunettes who populate
the clothes-wearin- g contingent of the
chorus.

And comedians are aa thick and tal
ented aa bees around the blooms. Scor
ing again In the humor limelight ia
Bert Williams, with Don Barclay, late
of burlesque fame; Sam Hardy, and
W. C. Fields. Alao Will Rogers, with
his clever Mariat work, and many a
punch In his speech, figured among the
male amusers. while Ina Claire, in
mimicry, Fanny Brlce In aongs,
dances and eyes of multiplied clever-
ness; Allyn King, Mae Carmen, and
Tot Qualters, in more aonga and rai-
ment, found apace among the top-line-

of the program. Bernard Granville
sang most of the songs allotted mere
man, and did them all exceedingly
well, and Carl Randall shared In the
terptacborean spotlight, with the dan-
cing Pennington and Halg sprites.

Costume Changes Bewilder.
The Follies" now current changed

Its costumes with a dizzying rapidity
made possible by the brevity of what
there waa to change.' It provoked the
audience to enthusiastic mirth at fre
quent Intervals, disclosed scene arter
acene of startling beauty, as la to be
expected of Joseph Urban'a creative
art, and withal, gave full aatlsfactlon
tn th nmtits for color and cory
phees usually possessed by "The Fol
lies'" devotees.

Most of the flrat act Is built on
scenes with a Shakespearean touch,
beginning with a prologue In which
Puck Introduces to Shakespeare and
GedTge M. Cohan, on pedestals, the
Follies girls alnce 1807. unen are un-

folded whlmalcal and funny traves-
ties, with the Marc Anthony, of Gran
ville, natronlzlngly oalled "Tony" by
Julius Caesar, of Barclay, rivaling In
pure fun the ludicrously presented
burlesaue of "Othello." In which Bar
clay shared the comedy honors with
Williams.

The humor In the balcony acene
from Borneo and Juliet waa more re-

fined In Jest and the song, "Have a
Heart," sung by Miss Claire and Mr.
Granville, was full of melody and
beauty. On the banka of the Nile waa
the aettlng for the presentation of
many ladies of Shakespeare's plays,
modernized but still retaining a sem-
blance of truthful caricature to the
bard's creations. "My Lady of the
Nile." sung bar Mr. Granville, added a
touch of melody to thla remarkably
beautiful acene.

Barclay Clever Dancing.
A take-of- f on recruiting gave

Hardy. Fields. Williams and Barclay
opportunity for more comedy, with
Barclay's physical culture stunt rip
pling over with humor. This com
edian, also, in his Impersonation of
Caesar, reached high altitudes of
travesty, and his absurd dancing
made one wonder the human frame
could be so twisted and not actually
break.

Naval warfare of today was shown
In a wonderful manipulation of air
craft, submarine and huge ship atrl
sea; Will Rogers talked and swung
his obedient lariat for a while, and
the first act closed with a Hawaiian
scene In which Miss Pennington again
displayed her agility, and Granville
obliged with, another tuneful song
aDout the girl he left on the Honolulu
beach.

The second act was not a whit lesa
productive of cleverly conceived
scenes and humor. It opened with
suggestion of "La Spectre de la
Rose," done most beautifully by Miss
Halg and Mr. Randall. A travesty on
"Scheherazade" gave Williams and
Barclay more opportunity for comi
calities.

Fifth Avenue Girls.
Miss Brlce's voice and mlnicry flrat

was snown in her song. "NiJ nskl
Bert Williams gave some of his Inimit
able songs; Puck's Pictorial Palace
then opened for Impersonations by
Claire, Field, Barclay, Brlce, Williams,
et al., and sandwiched In waa Gran-
ville's "!ood-by- . Dear Old Bachelor
Days," and Fields and his performing
croquet balls. Fifth avenue, with Its
"Stop-G- o Girl." bewitchingly Imper-
sonated by the comely Miss Qualters
and other avenue girls, furnished
scene seventh. The Island of Girls,
with Miss King as a modern Eve, and
Miss Qualters as Miss Manhattan pre-
ceded Miss Brlce and her richly hu-
morous songs and dances.

Intelligent Observation of Rules

of Hygiene Will De-

crease Illness.

Deaths have been reported from time

m tlm. In nrarea from the fumes of
gasoline. Warnings have been sent--

broadcast about the possible dangers
from gasoline vapors, when confined
too closely, but these seem to go un
heeded.

Just the other day another such death
occurred. A farmer In Texas entered
the Inclosed barn which he used as his
private garage and started up the en-

gine of his automobile slowly in order
to test It Soma time later he was
missed. A farm hand entered the barn
and found him dead. The coroner pro-
nounced his death due to gasoline
fumes.

The explanation of this modern cause
of suffocation is to be found, not di-

rectly In the evaporation and fumes of
the gasol!ne,abut from the far from full
combustion of that fuel.

When gasoline ia fully burned as a
fuel, without the loss of any part of Its
energy-makin- g properties, there la no
danxer of auch fatalities. Unhappily, It
la almost Impossible to obtain perfect
combustion, so the result Is the forma
tion of certain noxious gases, such as
Illuminating gas sometimes produces.

Since It Is almost Impossible to secure
complete combustion it behooves the
mechanic the driver and the. owner of
gasoline engines to bear In mind the
ever threatening danger from, the
"poison gas."

Wo Dancer Sigma.

The Imperfect combustion of gaso
line permits the formation of carbon
monoxide, one of the most fatal of
polaon gases. Only one Part of this
carbon monoxide gas in a thousand
times as much pure air will cause
blueness and dlacomfort almost to
suffocation.

If It escapes in a closed space, such
aa a garage, and the auto owner or
mechanic If forced to Inhale It. thla
sneaky, unamelled. treacherous gas
puts him to aleep and death occurs
while the victim Is comatose.

Whenever the amount of this prod-
uct of Incompletely burned gasoline
exceeds one part In five hundred
one thimbleful or one cubic foot to
S00 cubic feet the person exposed to
It will seldom live to tell of his ex-
perience.

The worst of It Is, he never knows
what haa struck him down, because
monoxide of carbon Is a gas. sans
odor, sans color, sans taste and sana
feeling. The human race Is not en-

dowed with any aenae that can per-
ceive It or detect lta presence before
It la often too late. Only the scien-
tist with his laboratory Instruments
is able to discover its unwelcome
presence In time.

"Flrat Aid" Helps.
Minor symptoms which are auspi-

cious of the possible production of this
gas, where gasolene escapes, are diz-
ziness, blueness and violent and sud-
den "keeling over" Into unconscious
ness. Then it la almoat too late even
with the use of pulmotor or lung mo
tor.

Unless the victim, upon the appear-
ance of dizziness and blue lips, la car-
ried immediately Into fresh, warm air
he will be past help. A few seconds'
delay suffices to destroy all chance
of recovery.

The moral of this Is always to store
your car and work around It in a well
ventilated garage. Never use the en-
gine to run electric motors, churns,
feeders or what not unless thero Is
every chance from open doors and
windows to make more fresh air than
the engine can generate of this "pois
on gas."
