OXFORD. Pa., April 1- - Suddenly

paralyzed while working at the top
of a windmill. John Z. Wilson was
held helpless sixty feet In the air for
hal fan hour by his assistant,

William Gordon, of Kus- -
sellvllle. A. H. Ingram, on
U'hose farm they were at work, was
the first to come-- to the boy's assist-
ance after he had been calling fran
tically for help but could make no
one hear him.

Mr. Ingram, who s seventy-fiv-

years old, climbed the sixty foot lad
der on the mill and held Wilson until
the boy could go for help. Ail this
time- the victim, who weighs 240
pounds, was unconscious and had to
be held to the braces of the machine.

son with a block and fall.

The stroke came without warning,
Gordon noticed that Wilson was reel-
ing on the bar upon which he was
standing. He caught the stricken
man Just as he fell, and held hlin
over a brace.

HERO'S DEED KEPT SECRET

Wonderful Tale of Gallantry Awaits
, War's End. '
LONDON. April 1. No war ms-- s

tery has aroused so murh curiosity in
the British public as the case of
Commander Gordon Campbell.

At the beginning of the war lie was
senior officer of an old and small de-
stroyer, but a year ago lie was sud-
denly promoted over the heads of 700
senior lieutenant commanders and
now It is announced that he has won
both the Victoria Cross and the Dis-
tinguished Service Order.

An admiralty authority said. "We
cannot say what be did. but It was one
of the most gallant actions a man
ever performed. When the war is
over It will be read ns one of the
most thrilling stories ever told. Hut
at the present moment we cannot
even hint what It was."

more, was recovered today by the
police.

The necklace was In the possession
of Louis Welsenfeld, a Jewelry sales-
man, who Is charged with receiving
stolen goods, while the original thief
is now being sought by detectives.

With Welsenfeld were arrested
Henry von Guliock, also a salesman,
and Joseph Victor, both of the Bronx.
All three were subjected to a grilling
with the hope of learning where the
remaining Jewels, are, but so far ef-
forts in this direction have been In
vain.

The story of the theft on March 22
reads more like a movie thriller than
an occurrence In fashionable New
York. The thief was an assistant
window cleaner and while Ma. Mc-

Nalr, formerly Elvira Brokaw, daugh-
ter of the late Isaac V. Brokaw, was
out he ransacked her dressing table
and took the gems. He then got to
the yard where he was seen by a maid
who asked him what he was doing
there. He told her he had dropped his
handkerchief and 'she let htm pass,

Immediately on her return, and sus-
picion at once fastened on the win'
dow cleaner.

James Buchanan Brady, Mllllonajre,
Prisoner In Hotel Suite.

Buchanan Brady, the New York mil-

lionaire sportsman, whose battle for
life here early In tho winter excited
nation-wid- e Interest, Is again very
sick at the Hotel Shelburne.

"Diamond Jim" was believed o
have fully recovered. His appetite, a
possession prized above his $750,000
collection of Jewels, came back to the
extent that he was able', to dine with
a portion of his old-tim- e grandeur,
after fasting for weeks upon health
biscuits. The prohibition upon dan-
cing was not removed, but he 'Was
permitted to entertain friends In char-
acteristic Brady style, to mingle with
the throngs on the Boardwalk and
attend "first nights" at the beach
theaters as last as they came.

Brady obeyed strictly the Injunction
of his physicians, but the excitement
proved too much for him, after; his
yeara of royal living. His stomach,
which he Is said to have paid a Johns
Hopkins surgeon 1600,000 to renovate
for him several years ago, was un-
able to withstand the strain. A re-
lapse occurred late yesterday, and
"Diamond Jim," with thousands mak-
ing merry along the Boardwalk and
In the cafes, Is a prisoner In his room
again.

Friends who called were not per-
mitted to see him or even to talk to
him over the wire. Brady's sole com-
panion is Charles Anderson, his valet.

AMERICAN RIGHTS ON THE HIGH
SUBJECT TO INTERFERENCE UNDER TWO CONDI-

TIONS: (1) WHEN SUCH' INTERFERENCE PER-

MITTED BY LAW; (2) WHEN'IT
BY THE PRINCIPLE OF NATIONAL SELF-PRESERVATI-

This appears from the following quotations from the
Official White Book, published by the State:

Note December 26, 1914: "The commerce
between nations which not belligerents should not

interfered those war, unless such inter-

ference manifestly imperative necessity protect
their national safety."

Same note: (These restrictions) "are not justi
fied by the rules international law required under
the principle

Notefcf January 1915: "A belligerent
should interfere, unless interference neces-

sary protect the national safety, and
only the extent which this necessary."

dealing with Germany denied her the ap-

peal the principle on and demanded that
her actions conform to the rules international law.

2. Ruthless naval warfare, i. the establishment mil- -

The first American ship "military Jlrea," un-

warned, during this war, was sunk the result this Brit-
ish order.

The first American lost ships sunk lost
through the the British, when the Amer-
ican Carib and Evelyn were sunk.

The first passenger steamers sunk, unwarned, during
this war were Austrian passenger steamers by tor-
pedoes from entente submarines the Mediterannean.

Germany established her first war zone the high
seas three months later than Great Britain, claiming 1hat
Great Britain's ruthlessness forced her take this action,
and offering rescind her order soon her enemies
would do' likewise.
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3. The British admiralty order of November .2, 1914,
wjiich began ruthless naval warfare, has-foee- n omitted" from
the. Official White Book published by our Department of
State. The German order has been printed, which gives
the appearance that Germany .and. not Great Britain started
.the mode .of. warfare "which has- aroused American resent--
ment.

The loss of American ships and American lives as the
result of the British order has beert suppressed as much as
possible. The loss of American ships and. American lives
as the result of the German order "has been fully published.

Our Department of State'has not protested against the
British order. It has protested against the German order,

4, At the outbreak of the war our Department, of State
asked the belligerents whether they were willing' to abide
by the Declaration of London. This declaration embodies
ihe rules of naval warfare which the delegates of all the
maritime nations of the world had accepted in 1909 as in
keeping with the standards of modern civilization. Ger-
many accepted our proposal. Great Britain rejected it.

Since then Germany has twice, offered to conform her
mode of warfare to the rules of this declaration, and. even
today it is not unreasonable to assume that, she would be
willing to forego the use of her submarines and abide by
the standard of naval warfare set up by this declaration, if
we can force the recognition of the same high standard 'by
all the belligerents.

J The Constitution has committed to Congress the
definition and the punishment of "offenses against the law
of nations." Article I, Section 8, No. 10.) "Great changes
have occurred in the conditions and means of naval war-
fare since the rules hitherto governing" it were formu-
lated (American note to Great. Britain, March 30, 1915).
Let Congress now define, as already suggested by Senator
McCumber, what, in view of these changes, the United
States feels obliged to regard as offenses against the Jaws
of nations. Let Congress establish definite rules, and let
us then enforce them impartially!
