WASHINGTON RELICS

TO GO AT AUCTION

They Include Wine Classes
Which Were Used At

ML Vernon.

NEW YORK, April 0. Historical
relics of George Washington, with
original documents and letters relat-
ing to the formation of the Consti-

tution of the United States, will come
Into the auction market wben the
William Lanier Washington collection
Is placed on view In the Anderson
Galleries on April 12. Mr. Washing-
ton Is a descendant of (wo of George
Washington'; brothers, and Is. the
hereditary representative of General
Washington In tho Society of th Cin-
cinnati, the objects' In the collection
having come to him by Inheritance
through five family sources.

These relics Include wine glasses
used at Sit. Vernon, silver teaspoons,
plates, the sword belt buckle that
Washington wore 'in army service,
his sliver drinking cups, snuffbox,
reading glass, writing case, the wed-
ding ring of Washington's mother
and Martha Washington's purse. It
Is the largest collection of relics qf
George Washington that ever appear-
ed at auction, and it Is not likely
that any more Important group Will
ever be sold, as most of the accredit
ed relics are already In public
museums.

The portraits include statuettes of
Washington and Franklin, busts, re-

lief portraits In wax and silver. Staf-
fordshire pieces, a painting of Wash-
ington by Rembrandt Feale and a
portrait of the mother of Washing-
ton. Thla last Is of great Interest,
for the fa'ce has an unmistakable re-

semblance to the famous Gilbert
Stuart portrait of Washington, a
work which while admired as a work
of art has not been accepted by all
critics as being the best likeness or
the first President. The portrait or
the mother Js so like that of the son,
however, that it will more than ever
confirm those who believe literally
as well as artistically in Gilbert
Stuart.

Attributed to Pine.
Mrs. Washington's portrait is at-

tributed "by Charles Henry Hart to
Robert Edge Pine, a British painter
who came to America in 1784 and died
In Philadelphia In 1768. He went to
Mt. Vernon to do a portrait of Wash-
ington, as the great painter records
In his diary, and remained three
weeks, accomplishing in addition to
the portraits of Washington and
Fanny Bassett pictures of Mrs. Wash-
ington's three grandchildren. ,

The historical documents consist of
the "Mason Papers" In regard to the
formation of the United States Consti-
tution: the unpublished manuscript
Journal of James McHenry, a delegatt
to the Constitutional Convention, re-
cording the events of the meeting:
Governor Randolph's draft, and let-

ters of Richard Henry Lee, In which
he makes a prediction of the civil war.

The George Mason of these docu-
ments was one or the greatest states-
men of Virginia. Jefferson described
him as a "man of the first order of
wisdom" and Madison said he was the
ablest debater he had known. He It
was who drew up the twenty four res
olutlons in 1774 recommending a Con-
gress and urging nonlntercourse with
the mother country, and he drafted
the Declaration of Rights and the
Constitution of Virginia in 1776. He
repeatedly declined the highest public
offices, but served In the convention
to frame a Constitution for the United
States and was active in its debates.

Mason's "Dissatisfaction.
The documents show that he was

In favor of tbe establishment of the
House of Representatives, to he elect-
ed by the people, and the election of
a President by the people for a term
of seven years with Ineligibility afler-wsr- d

He was dissatisfied with the
extended and Indefinite powers that
were conferred on Congress and the
President.

On his return to Virginia he wss
chosen a member of the convention to
which (he Constitution was referred
for ratification or rejection. With
Patrick Henry and others he con-
tinued his efforts to make the Con-
stitution more democratic Some of
the amendments lit proposed were
afterward adopted.

In James Mcllenry's Journal of the
proceedings of the Constitutional Con-
vention the following significant pas-
sage occurs. "I saw- - Mr Mercer make
out a list of members names who
were attending the convention with
for or 'against' marked opposite
most of them asked carelessly what
question occasioned his being so par-
ticular, upon which he tnld me laugh-
ingly that It wan no question, but
that those marked with a "for" were
for a king I then asked how he
knew that, to which he said, "No mat-
ter, the thing Is so.' "

TRIES TO DIE

Mother, Thwarted by Childs
Father, Throws Herself

Into Bay.

NEW YORK. April X). After her
husband, from whom she has been
separated for five weeks, refused
yesterday to permit her to see her
baby to whom she had gone with an
armful of toys, Mrs. Tessle Rahne,
nineteen years old ran a mile
and a half through Queens county
with a policeman who suspected her
purpose in pursuit.

Her race ended In Jamacia Bay, 'In-

to which she flungherelf, trying to
hold her head under 0e surface, but
the policeman made a hard struggle
brought her to shore and locked her
up on a charge of attempting suicide.

Mrs. Ranne has, been living since
the separation at 110 Seventh avenue.
Brooklyn. Her husband. August, and
the baby have been living at 1165
Brlnkmeyer avenue, Hquth Osone
Park, Queens. The baby" Is eighteen
months old.

Pleads To Sep Child.
Mrs. Ranne presented herself at her

husband's home with a bundle of
toys. She rang the bell; her husband
answered, and when he saw who
stood there he slammed the door, she
said later.

She stood qn the steps pleading to
be allowed to see her child for even
a few minutes: her husband shouted
refusals through an Open window.

Then she asked to be allowed to
give the child the, toys; her husband
refused. Finally, as an act of great
and almost overwhelming kindness,
he consented to permit her to pass
the toys through tho window for his
Inspection.

Toys Are Cast Out.
He took them, opened the package,

and tfcen the loys flew violently out
of the window, she said later.

Just about this time Policeman
Fordham came along, and Mrs. Ramie
left, saying she was going to tele-
phone. She had gone a considerable
distance when Fordham suspected
her purpose. He followed her: she
turned and saw him arid be tan to
run. She was far ahead of him then,
and In a mile and a half chase he was
unable to catch her until after she
had thrown herself Into Bay
and was floundering about In the
water.

"If I can't have my baby I want to
die," she kept, saying over and ovsr
wben she was taken out the water.

President Wilson has received the.

following message from Charles de
BroquevlIIe. the Belgian premier and
minister of war:

1P14, to make an unprece
dented application to your exceiirncj.
It was an act of faith and hops In the
moral of a republic friendly
to Belgium. Our people, small In num
ber, but strong In indomitaDie pur-
pose, had foreseen that In the Ameri-
can nation and In you who are Its no-

ble expression. It would find support
for Its honor and an avenging arm-fo- e

Its martyrdom. It has clearly dlstln
guished between those groups that
have directed the assault against the
rights of peoples and those that have
deemed it necessary to follow them,
moved perhaps by a false understand-
ing or solidarity that has been accept-
ed or other objects than the gratul
tous aggression of which civilization
was the victim In 1914.

The alimentary canal or digestive

tube may be divided, like Caesar's
Gaul, Into three parts the oesopha
gus from mouth to stomach, the
stomach, theitomach'or gaatrum, and
the Intestines.

Tbe Intestines are a wriggly,
wormy, serpentine pathway, narrow
frpm the stomach to th vermiform
appendix an several yards long, and
broad from tne appendix or "caecum"
up the right side of the abdomen,
across the top of the adbomen, and
down the left side to the sigmoid
flexure and the outlet.. The small In-
testine is a circuitous, loose, compact
mass of colls (Ike a long lawn hoselightly looped together In the abdo-
men, and the colon qj- - big Intestine
Is mor nearly localized and station-ary like the border.of.the wall paper,
limited to. the margins-o- r the abdomen,

whose outline the colon bounds.
In. Typhoid Jeeves

In typhoid feverthe. small Intestine
usually suffers most. Ulcers and
sore pepper lta llnlhg. In dysentery,
the colon is commonly affected and
ulcerated.
3y the very nature of the anatomi-

cal arrangement of the colon. It la
prone to be quiescent and stable. If,
In'addltlon to this flxedlty, there are
scars, adhesions, kinks or bacterial
invasions, they cause', it to be as
stagnant ae an obelisk. J

While light fruits and vesretahles
art as propellers to the small Intes
tines, tbe-- bulky ones andcopious
amounts of water aid the colon- - in
flushing itseir from above.

Specialized massage of 'the abdomen
in a .circular motion like the hands
of a clock, with a.heavy dumb-bel- l
along the outer margins In -- front,
tones up the colon 'and helps to com-
press its- - contents "In a terpentine
wave in the proper direction!.

Belts, abdominal supports, fixed
compression with adhesive strana or'

devices all contribute to the propul
sive motion or tne colon.

Oils" Often IfelbfaL '
Petroleum oil. 'charcoal, and large

quantities of olive" oil help to lubri-
cate this Applan way and exAdtls 6f
waste.

Occasionally It becomes necessary
to cause oil or water Injections to
enter the colon from below. Thla has
been loosely- - called by some "colonic
lavage." "Internal baths." "colonic ac-
tivation," and a host of similar
phrases. While this may be neces-
sary at rare' Intervals In acute, colonic
obstruction and chronic stasis of the
colon. It Is the better part pf valor to
use vegetables, water, athletics and
exercises to Induce movements of the
large Intestine.
