INDORSED BY BRITISH GENERAL

Call Made for 200 Aviators for
England's Flying Forces.

NEW TORK, June 13 —Plans for an
“Allles' Recrufting Wesk,” beginning
Monday, July 2, to insplre eligible
subjects in this country of Great Brit-
aln, France, Rusaia, and the other al-
Lied mations to enlist with thelr re-
spective colora, have been presented
to Brig. Gen. W. A. Whita, head of
the British Recruiting Mission, at 250
Broadway. Genaral White approved
of the movament, and the co-opera-
tion of many of the prominent War re-
lisf commiltses now at work o the
United Siates was promised to him.
