AS BRITISH CAME

Cavalry Major Describes

What He Saw There.

MASSACRE JUST AYERTED

Troop:s Arrive Just in lime to save

HOME. June 15. "I've never felt 50
completely dirty or so extraordinarily
fit In my life." write. Major C, an of-

ficer In Prince Albert's Own. a crack
Indian cavalry regiment from Has-dad- .

"There", no doubt about It If
one's constitution Is Rood, a rough,
open life I. the best for one"

Rough this major's life has certain-
ly been little sleep and bad food for
months, and fighting; In the saddle for
twenty four hours on end the general
thing. He goes on:

"Hera we are In Bagdad. It seems
almost Impossible to believe. Since
February 14 the writes on March 12)
we really have had a devil of a time
and are heartily glad of a rest. I be-

lieve tomorrow I'm going to have a
bath. What I lone for Is a change of
clothes: but, alas! I can't get It till It
arrives from wherever It is now.
Whether we shall ever see our kit
again God knows, but meantime I
have only what I stand up In, and I
can tell you It's better to draw a veil
over that. I.ast night we bad the
flrst really good sleep since we started.
as we have only had an average of
about two hours' sleep In the twenty-fou- r

for a long time, and It does take
It out of one. I've been much troubled
with my eyes, owing to the dust and
glare, and practically lost the sight of
my left eye for several days, but It's
all right again, and otherwise I'm as
fit as eer I was in my life. In fact,
better. The Turks put up a good fight
and made a stiff stand outside Bagdad,
and we were practically at them night
and day and we have lost an awful lot
of horses from sheer exhaustion.

Bagdad All Torn I'p.
"We got Into Bagdad yesterday."

he writes. "The Turks had fairly
'played hell' with the place, and the
American consul, whom Old Smith
and I went td see this morning, savs
he has had a very anxious time for
the last three weeks, as he could get
no news as to whether America had
declared war or not.
