ular army soldiers in the .District was
TttA by Mr. Driscoll and several patrl
otic talka followed. The association
adopted a resolution asking that the
next appointment to the Board of
Commissioners of the District be a
member of a citizens' association.

It approved Uie petition of the
facnlty and students of McKlnley
Manual Training School for a new as-

sembly hall and gymnasium and ap-

proved the appointment of George E.
Hamilton and Prof. H. B. Learned to
the school board.

LAUDS BELGIUM'S STAND

Gen. Mathleu Leclercq Speaks at
National Press Club.

Belgium's heroic stand against the
German invaders, who outnumbered
the forces of the little kingdom five
to one, was graphically described by
Gen. Mathleu Leclercq, of the Belgium
mission, at the National Press Club
last night. Standing between the Bel-
gian and American flags, he told of
the efforts of the Germans to ter-
rorize the Belgians b'y rightfulness.

In closing. General Leclercq told ,of
the condition of the Belgian army to-

day, saying the soldiers were cheerful
and enthusiastic, in spite of the hard-
ships they have endured. He also
paid a high tribute to the relief work
done in Belgium by Americans.
