The complaint sets forth that the
Curtis Publishing Company, "with
the Intent of stifling competition In
interstate commerce In the publica
tion of such periodicals, hss refused
to sell Its perlodicsls to any dealer
who will not agree with the respond-
ent thst he will not sell or distribute
the perlodicsls or publications of the
competitors."

BUILDING TO BE

FREE OF FRILLS

Following the national spirit or
war economy, the design of the pro
posed Treasury Department annex
to be located at Pennsylvania avenue
and Madison place has ben chanced
to give a more utilitarian office struc-
ture and at the same time preserve
monumental lines. There will be no
colonnade on the building;.

Ne Catnmaa As Decorations.
It has ben determined that while

the building shall be of classic de-

sign, matching the Treasury build-
ing, and the two big bank buildings
which lt will adjoin, Ionic columns
and other decorations of this char-
acter will be done away with.

The height has been Incressed to
six stories. It must be of a char-
acter that will not dwarf or conflict
with, the White House, the Treasury
and the private structures It adjoins.
The front will be of stone, possibly
with pilasters and other decorations,
but office room and light will 'not be
sacrificed to a colonnade. Treasury
officials believe that It can be made to
match and harmonise with the main
department structure without such
decoration, which is expensive In
building cost and in loss ot light and
work room.

Gilbert la Ike Architect.
Preliminary sketches for the struc-

ture are being made by Cass Gilbert,
a New York architect. Mr. Gilbert
was at one time a member of the Fine
Arte Commission. The actual work
of design and the drawing of plans
and specifications will be done by the
office of the supervising architect of
the Treasury Department,

In March, the latest month
for which figures are available, the
operating income totaled $844 438.

FOR BIG NAVY PROGRAM

Shipbuilding facilities at American
navy yards which will permit the si-

multaneous Construction of thirty-tw-o

major warships are fast nearlng com-
pletion, according to announcement by
Secretary Daniels.

"With the ohlpwajs now being built
or projected," Secretary Daniels said,
"navy yards will be able to have In
course of construction on the waya at
one time sixteen warships In addition
to submarines end submarine chasers.
Seven of these could be dreadnaughts,
aeven destroyers, and two auxiliar-
ies."

Six months ago there were waya for
only two Battleships and two destroy-
ers. Progress since then has been
such that there are now building at
navy yards three battleohlps, four
destroyers, and acores of submarines
and submarine chasers. Triple eight-hou- r

shifts and bonuses for fast work
have more than tripled the navy's
building facilities In the first few
months ot the war.

DESPI T E RUMORS

ATI T DECLARES

ROME. July 11. Arlitlde Sartorio,
the famous painter of the Roman
Campagna, has just returned from
captivity in Austria and disposes, for
the time being at least, of'reports
concerning the political disintegration
of Austria, a probable revolution due
to the scarcity of foods, a separatist
movement and the possibility ot de-

feating Austria In any other war aave
on the field of battle.

Sartorio. at the outbteak of the
war, waa among the first to enlist for
active service. He was wounded and
made prisoner early In June. 115,
while on a reconnoitring expedi-
tion. He has now arrived here with a
large number of Invalided prisoners
after spending two years at the
Mauthausen Concentration Camp.

The painter said he must dispel the
dangerous belief prevailing In Italy
that Austria la exhausted or nearly
so.

The truth Is quite otherwise,"
Sartorio said. "In order to win we
must summon all our energise and
make a supreme effort against a foe
neither tired nor'weakened."

Speaking of what he had seen while
crossing German and Austrian terri-
tory, the painter laid:

Rich Crop er Cereals.
"In Bavarja we have seen signs

which tell a different atory from what
you read In the entente press. From
the train we had for a whole day the
view of beautifully tilled lans which
Promise an unusually rich crop of
cereals and fodder. Besides, In every
etatlon we beheld vaat quantities of
war material, especially ammunition,
and well equipped, prosperous look-
ing soldiers.

"The same can be said of Anslrla,
about which In Italy you seem to
have Incorrect reports. From my per
sonal experience I ran say that In
two years I have never had the im-
pression of being In a country on
the eve of a revolution. Although lt
suffers a great deal, the population,
thanks to Its moral discipline, sup-
ports with admirable resignation all
kinds of privations. While It Is true
that hunger and privations have
caused riots In Moravia, Bohemia and
other provinces, yet these Outbreaks
ot popular discontent you must con-
sider aa nothing but local episodes,
quickly repressed. If living condi-
tions in Austria are not attractive,
they are not desperate."

Clear View sf Saaare.
Slgnor Sartorio cited his personal

experience at Llnx. to which place he
was removed last year, tried and sen-
tenced to several months In Jail for
Insubordination. From the window
ot his cell he had a clear view of a
large square where the bread and
milk tickets wsre distributed to the
population twice a week, and which
was alio' used as drilling ground for
raw recruits. The crowd was always
orderly and patient, and the recruits
were young, high-strun- boys be-
tween seventeen and eighteen years
of age. The bread that was served
to him was whits snd wholesome.
Since the Invasion of Rumaqta tb
bread situation has greatly Improved,
and today the troops at the front re-
ceive a better quality of bread than
at any time since the beginning of
the Autro-i:al:a- war.

the Gorman army and unbounded ad-

miration of the German general staff.
