
Coal to Canada Halted;
President Heeds Protests

President Wilson ha extended the
general embargo to trove- - coal and
coke, because of the danger of Ameri-
can supplies of coal leaking to Can-
ada In such quantities as to Increase
the fuel shortage, which already Is
acute, according to Information obtain-
ed at the Department of Commerce to-
day. The President's order requires
that coal, coke, fpel and lubrlcatingotls
be exported cnly upon issuance of ex-

port licenses. This will give the Ex-
port Council complete control over
this sort of fuel leaving the country.

For several months there has been
a. considerable leakage of the Ameri-
can coal supply to Canada. Because
the United States Is allied with the
Brit'sh Empire in the w- - against
Germany It was considered Inadvisa-
ble to make any official outcry
against the situation. However, when
a price of $3 per ton was s- -t on coal
by the Washington Government this
fuel began moving Into Canada In in- -

ARMY COATS DYED

DARK BLUE FOR

INTERNED TEUTONS

Tradition attached to the name "The
Boys In Blue" Is not to be destroyed
during the great war with Germany.

Nearly fifty thousand overcoats of the
regulation army blue which Uncle Sam's
soldiers used to wear are to be fur-
nished Interned Germans for use during
the coming winter. But before the Ger-
mans are supplied with them the over-
coats will all be dyed a dark blue.

The dyeing will cost not far from a
dollar a garment, probably, but officials
at the War Department say that If It
cost twice that amount It would still be
a rood investment.

"WJy. we'd no more think of putting
those Germans In the good old array
blue than we'd think of maklnr the
falser a. Presidential candidate three
years from now," said one of the hlrh
officials at the War Department.

"This is a business war. wared on
business principles, but there's senti-
ment about it which even the quarter
masters department must recognise." he
declared.

Bids for the dyeing are now In the
War Department offices awaiting sam-
ples which St. Louis and Philadelphia
firms have not yet sent in. It Is ex-
pected that the big task will be started
within a short time, however, so that
the-- restrained subjects of the militant
one across the water will not have to
suffer from the early fall changes of
the weather.

The authorities at Washington for
several weeks have been flooded with
reports of Increased shipments of coal
to Canada and complaints from Ameri-
can Industries, chiefly In New Eng-
land. Members of Congress from
New England States as well as from
other parts of the country have filed
with various administrative officers
here, correspondence voicing pro-
tests against the leakage to Canada,
In view of the obvious coal shortage
at home.

One of the heavy drafts on Canada's
coal supply has been the coaling of
ships. Halifax has become a busy coal-
ing port for vessels In the trans-Atlanti- c

trade, especially since the sub-
marines have driven many vessels
Into the northern latitudes.
