"I am unqualifiedly in favor of suf-
frage, whereby the people can choose
representatives in both houses of ,"

he said today "This seems to
be so clear to people as
not to repulre argument. The fact
that the people here are taxed locally
and nationally, without their consent,
and are drafted by the vote of others
to serve In the war, sacrificing their
property and lives, without any voice
whatsover, with none of the other
privileges given to the citizens of the
States, ought to be sufficient argu
Dent.
