One white man. Jack Ong. of Macon.
who was captured when the band of
alleged night riders, who wore masks,
attempted to whip Jack Thomas, a

negro, residing near By-
ron, in Houston county. Is now out
under bond. The reign of terror began
two-wee- ago. A negro who had
purchased a car was waited on by the
night riders and whipped. Indictment
of Minus Hardlson and II. Lewis Har
rison, of Houston, followed. Then
"poc" .Anderson, another negro who
had purchased, an automobile, was
warned to dispose of It After he had
been --whipped he followed the advice
of the night riders.
