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Sabwaya Are Remote.
Subways appear remote for the rea-

son that take years to con-

struct them, and that the cost Is
practically prohibitive. Under normal
conditions in the business world sub-
way construction Is exceedingly cost-
ly as compared to surface construc-
tion. In New York subwsy construc-
tion was practically financed by the
city, again bringing forward the ques
tion of municipal ownersnip oi all
