We prepared our division flor It for
about tWo weeks, sending up gas
tanks at night. The night of the at-
tack I was sent to the post to wait.
I stood on the top of the dugout and
waited with a general and his aide In
silence for an hour. All was still.
even In the trenches. Just a 75 gun
every now and then. The great hush
before a storm.

"At 1:15 a. in. I saw (a moonlit
night) below me, a mist hurrying to-
ward the Germans. The wind was
perfect. It was our gas starting. It
went on and on like a great gray veil
and seemed to hang over them as they
Inhaled their death. The wind kept
perfect, and as far as I could see to
the right and left was this mist of
gas.

"Tlell" Breaks Leese.
"Thousands of German star shells,

like stationary meteors, went up
through the gray gas. Then, at 2:18
hell broke loose on the eecond. Three
hundred and fifty guns broke the si-

lence and a sheet of flsme poured into
the Boche trenches a double tire de
barrlage one In front of their first
line and one Just back of their third
line, so they could neither retreat nor
advance while they breathed the gas
between.

"Until 8 a. m. this continued, a
rtever-eeaain- g Fhelllng: star shells,
torpedoes, such a frightful,

noise.
"My first call was at 6:13. Some ofour men had been caught in their

own' gss. We evacuated 172 in avery short space of time.
"I saw a gss malade; It la terrible.

They cannot get their breath and they
cough end spit and vomit and spit
blood. When I reached the hospital
with my f.rst load those on top had
vomited blood all over those below
and the car reeked with stench. But-n-
