her husband passed the examination
for the German general staff, and the
baroness and her husband moved
to Berlin, where they resided for two
years. The baron attended to his of
flclal duties, his wife was personally
presented to the Kaiser at a court
ball, and on several occasions had
met the empress of Germany, and
most of the,other prominent Germans,
wno were nign court luncuonanes.
She also admitted that on two occa-
sions the children of the Kaiser's sis
ter nieces and nephews of the Kal
ser had been her guests at birthday
parties given for her children at the
Von Kolberg residence.

"In 1909 she waa divorced from
Baron von Kolberg in the courts of
Frankfort-on-the-Mal- Shortly after
her divorce she went from England to
Naples. On this trip she met William
M. Zollner, a Bavarian, with the rank
of lieutenant in the Germany army,
who, she claimed, had a leave of ab
sence because of a slight heart dis-
order. She said that he was on his
way to Ceylon to hunt tigers.

Kennerly added that hunting tigers
was rather a peculiar sport for a
man having heart trouble. He then
continued: "She claimed that Zollner
proposed marriage to her while on
the ship, but that she asked him to
defer the matter to a later date. She
returned to Rome where she accepted
his proposal. tie returned to Ger-
many to get permission from his Teg-Ime-

to b" married. This was given,
and the) came to America and were
married In New York. Then they
toured the world, sailing from San
Francisco in 1911. They went to
Honolulu, and from there to Japan,
then on to Singapore, where he pur-
chased from the Sultan of Johre, con-
cessions for a rubbc- - plantation about
twenty miles from Singapore, the
naval base of the British government
In the East Indies. During the next
three or four years she divided her
time between London and Singapore.
Her husband stayed in Singapore,
only returning to Germany once a
year to report to his regiment, and
to have his leave of absence ex-
tended.

"When the war waa declared be-
tween France and Germany. Zollner
was en route to London. While Inj
the middle or the Medlteranean, be-
tween Suer and Marseilles, he made
arrangements to land at Marseilles
and come overland to France Instead
of continuing his voyage by way of
Gibraltar. However, she sent him a
wireless just before he reached Mar-
seilles, advising that he not disem-
bark there, as war was about to be
declared. When the ship touched
Marseilles. Zollner offered 11,000 for
an automobile to take him to the
Italian frontier, but was unable to
procure any to make kthe trip. He
continued his voyage and landed at
South Hampton one day after Eng-
land had declared war on Germany.
He was Interned Immediately at the
Dorchester Internment camp, where
he remained for three weeks.

Seeam Ills Iteleaae.
"In the meantime the baroness in-

tervened with high English officers of
her acquaintance, one of them being
Major General Sir Alfred Turner, of
the British army, and secured his re--
'ease upon his giving his word of
lonor as an officer and a gentleman

not to take up arms against England
durlne; the war. The baroness also
Joined him In the pledge. Shortly
after his release from the Internment
camp, they sailed for New Tork as
steerage passengers, and entered New
Tork as American citizens. In less
than one month Zollner, with either
stolen or forged passports, showing
him to be an American citizen, sailed
from New York to some neutral port,
and thus reached Germany, where he
Is now serving with the German army
under Prince Ruprecht, of Bavaria, on
the western front. He Is on the gen-er-

staff and Is located some 200
miles behind the firing line.

"Baroness Zollner admitted that on
probably fifteen occasions she had
communicated with her husband by
letter through Mrs. Paul Turstlg, of
Arnheim, Holland. Mrs. Turstlg un-
derstood for whom the letters were
Intended, and would open them and
mall them to hl. He would reply
through the same Intermediary. Cab
legrams were alio transmitted In this
'manner. The baroness also admitted
that Mrs. Carl Plckert. a cousin wnose
husband was a German descendant,
had told her of this underground
method of communication. Carl Plck-
ert Is a manufacturer of dyestuffs and
chemicals in New York. His goods are
made under German patents.

Seeka Dltorce.
"In November, 1907, Baroness Zoll-ne- r

filed a petition for a divorce from
Captain Zollner on the grounds of de.
sertlon. The British government
seized the rubber plantations In Je-ho- re

and other personal protArty in
London, as belonging to an alien
enamy. She stated that If the divorce
could be secured, she hoped to again
regain, through United States diplo-
matic channels, the confiscated prop-
erty. The divorce has not been grant-
ed. She admiti that wherever she
has be.en for the past fifteen years
she has been able to become Intimate,
ly acquainted with high military of-
ficers, or members of the families of
the officers in s,nch country. These
damaging admissions w ere made only
after she had ascertained that the
Government could prove the evi-
dence."

Dlscusslnr the history of the lieu-
tenant found In the room with Baron-
ess Zollner. District Attorney Ken-
nerly went on: "Spauldlng was a
student In the naval academy at An-
napolis for two and one-ha- lf years,
but was to resign in February.
1917, because of misconduct. This
was done in spite of the fact that hi
class was graduated one yearearller.
because of the urgent need of naval
officers. His home was In New Mex-
ico, but Instead of going there, he
stayed around Annapolis and went !

room in the house In which Baron-
ess Zollner lived. He roomed there
for about one month.

Opens Rooming lions.
"After this time, the baroness open-

ed a rooming house, where she rent-
ed furnished rooms. This was within
one-ha- lf block of the gate of the
Naval Academy, after which Spauld-
lng boarded at her place. Her pa-
tronage consisted chiefly of mothers
and sisters of the who
rame there to spend the week-en-

ali-- many wivti and daughters of
high naval offrcern staved at her
place Among them were the wives
of two admirals; during all this time,

Spauldlng paid practically no board.
"In April, Spauldfo;: applied for a

commission In the army upjn the ad
vice of Baroness Zollner, who assist
ed In tutoring him for the examina-
tion, la the later part of April, he
and the baroness went together to
Washington, the baroness paying all
the bills. On August 3, they went
to Atlantic City, where they spent
four weeks: she also paid the bills
there. While there he received the
commission of second lieutenant, and
soon afterward received orders to re-
port for service at Fort Leavenworth.
In the latter part of August and the
first of September, they stayed at the
Congress Hall Hotel in Washington.
This hotel was adjacent to the Capi-
tol grounds, and to the House office
building: the baroness paid all the
bills there.

Goea To Army Tost.
"About September 9, Spauldlng left

for Fort Leavenworth; the baroness
gave him ICO for transportation ex-
penses before ha left Washington.

"He gave her a letter stating that
on two or three occasions, she had
been charged with being a German
spy, but that she was not guilty, but
a patriotic American citizen. He
signed this letter above his official
title in the Unted States army.

"Spauldlng also gave her a secret
code, which waa to be used by him in
reporting when and from what source
he was to said for Europe, this code
was found among her papers, when
she-wa- s arrested at Chattanooga. Thla
waa contrary to most stringent mili-
tary orders, which prohibits giving
out any military Information to any-on-

Officers are not even allowed
to give this Information to their own
families.

"Spauldlng admits that he knew
she was an enemy alien and the wife
of a German officer. Spauldlng Is
about twenty-tw- o years of aee. while
Jhe baroness is over forty-fou- r and
has been married three times.

"He stated that she had been to
Fort Oglethorpe, spending one-ha- lf

day each tlmehe also admitted that
he was in the room with the baroness,
when her rooms was raided by the
house detective. He stated that he
was engaged to marry the baroness,
as soon as her divorce could be se-
cured, and that she had promised to
make him manager of her rubber
plantation at Johore, one of the Mala
states of the British East Indies. The
baroness had Invested more than $100,-00- 0

there."

told his counsel how. since 18S7,
Judge Chamberlain has persecuted
him; how In that year they engaged
in a physical encounter. Dr. Cham-
berlain Is a cripple since childhood.
Judge Chamberlain, he claims, took
advantage of him.

Hounded Thirty Yean.
For thirty yen he was hounded

by the Judge, the doctor claims, but
In spite of tht treatment he says he
always sought to treat the Judge as
a brother.

When the courts forced Dr. Cham-
berlain out of business some years
ago, after It was proved that intoxi-
cants were being sold In his drug
stores, it developed that the attorney
prosecuting the cases against mm
was acting as attorney for Judge
Chamberlain, his brother.

The doctor claims that a few years
ago, when the Judge's wife divorced
him, he was forced to leave Des
Moines, Iowa; that at the time the
Judge waa penniless; that the doctor
purchased Sunnyside farm. In Gooch-
land county, and sei the Judge up In
a home' there, and agreed to take
care of him the remainder ,of his
days.

It was two years before Dr. Cham-
berlain came to Virginia to take up
his residence at Sunnyside far. Dur-
ing that time Judge Chamberlain had
carefully cultivated the people, had
made friends, had often spoken of
the doctor, and in a manner that
would prejudice his future neighbors
against him.

Professed Religion.
Another bold move to gain the con-

fidence of Goochland county people
was his profession of religion at a
revival meeting. He announced that
he would be baptized, but he did not
live to make good the promise.

With the arrival of Dr. Chamber-
lain from the West, Judge Chamber-
lain announced that the doctor owed
him approximately II.
