Washington bakers will not be per
mitted to advertise their products as
"victory bread" until they use the
full SO per cent of other cereals to
SO per cent rf wheat flour. Food Ad-
ministrator Hoover announced today.

Washington bakers must substitute
20 per cent of others cereals for
wheat in bread baking by February
:i. If they make the substitution
earlier they can advertise Liberty
Bread.

Rye flour Is at present among the
list of substitutes, but it will be
placed upon the same basis as wheat
March 3, It Is announced, as large,
shipments cf rye flour are now going
to the allies.

- Ingredients Left To Bakers.
Mr. Hoover declared today that be
