WITH THE AMERICAN FORCES IN FRANCE,
Feb. 5—The censor permits it to be made known that
the Americans are holding the line at a point northwest
of Toul. Arrow, points to American sector.

(Toul lies twenty-one miles southeast of St. Mihiel
and about the same distance from the German frontier.
This indicates that the Americans are on the Woesre
plain, that section of France lying between the Meuse
and Moselle rivers. St. Mihiel lies about twenty miles
south of Verdun and is the apex of the famous St. Mihiel
salient, It was there that the Germans were able to es-
tablish themselves on the western bank of the Meuse
river, but they never succeeded in getting any further.)

NORELIEF FROS

/3,000,000 ABROAD.

SAYSCONGRESSHAN

Until the United States has 3,000,000
men ip France, the war will not be
won, Congressman Miller, of Minn.
who has just returne d from the
French battle front told the House to-
day.

“We must hae 2000000, and we
should have 5,000,000 he sald. *“We
will never win the war by a ravalu
tion in Germany. There Is just one
way (0 beat Gmn, and Lhat is o
beat her army.”

“Garmany has 5000000 men, per-
fectly tralned and splendidly equipp-
ed,” Miller declared. “The weak spotl
in our preparations to beat such an
army is our weakness In the depart
ment of transportation. And Dritiah
afticers tall me transportation s 20
per cent of the game"

Summing up the sudmarine ajtus-
tion, Miller pald the Germans had

brtlt, =il told, 265 submarines, and
the allien bad destroyed more than
100, New submarines are being de-

stroyed as fust as thoy are manufsc-
tured. With the return of summer
there will be a large increase In the
lotal tonnage destroyed by U-boats
Miller predicted.

Puts It Up te Navy.

He insisted that to Increase the ef-
ficiency of »hipping the Uniled States
must put the whole transportation
problem In the hands of the navy. Ha
sal deach man at the froat will re.
quire six Lons of shipping a year and
therefors to malotain 1,000,000 men
sbroad 15000000 tomas of shipping
would be required.

“The fArst duty of our navy |s to
protect the line of communication
from France to America,” Miller de-
clared,

“The navy naver will help win the
war If It Is locked up and bermetical-
ly sealed In some safle hardor of the
United States,” he sdded.

Conditions at ths Franch port given
over to the Uniled States for the de-
barkation of troops and supplles were
described as “intolerabdle.” Ha com-
plained of enormous charges [for
American ships using the facllities of
this port.

It would be cheaper, ha sald, to reast
the entire port from the Freach gov-
ernment. The same thing {s troe of tha
rallroads In France, Miller sald.

Faith In U. 5. Seldiers.

American soldiera In France are ex-
pected by Miller to perform their task
“with splendid suoccess.” “If America
falls down in this war she will fall down
back of the line” be added “Ehe will
fall in production and transportation—
most lkely transportation.”™
