Throughout the last three war-ma- d

years England has urged on every
son and daughter by the use of that
characteristically British slogan, "Do
your bit."

The popular use in Great Britain
of the expression "do your bit" is
doubtless due to the adoption by the
general public of the term for many
years common In British barrack-roo- m

slang. Our ally, the British
Tommy." whose picturesque slang
moved Kipling to write "Barrack
Room Ballads," used this expression
to mean a period of one enlistment
with the colors, and when his dis-
charge came he said, "Now l'e done
me bit. shall I take on again?" mean-
ing should he and thus ex-

ceed his "bit."
Phrase Adopted Here.

The phrase has caught with the
phrase loving American journalist,
and he In turn has passed It on to us.
So effectually has this been done that
"Do your bit" is on the lips of all
today, and threatens to become our
mark and watchword, and this with-
out a thought that we of the United
Sates do not read in "do your bit"
the same meaning that is in the
Briish mind.

There Is a vast difference between
the psychologj of the Briton and the
American. Phrases over there mean
leas or more than over here Words
have different meanings, some even
are taboo by clean speaking indi
vlduals there which are in common
and accepted use here.

Meaning lo Briton.
Brand er Mathews wrote a ollimt

on such differences, and no one in-

stance more clearly illustrates the
cosmic gap between us than what
they mean and what we tinderstand
by "Do your bit "' With them it i
the carefully guarded expression of
British stoicism. It covers rather i

FINISHED BY

COMSSION

Bf bill run I'
The Utilities Commision today

finished its hearings on the appllca
tion of the Washington Gas Light
Company for an Increase of the rate
to consumers from 7.1 cents per 1.000
cubic feet to $1.10 per thousand, and
a decUlon from that body should be
made within another week.

j After concluding testimony by
James II. Botz. one of the experts of
the Utilities Commission upon the
comparative cost of gas production In
January. 101.. and January, 1!)1R, At
torney Darlington, for the compan
entered upon final argument, making
Interesting revelations, one of them
being that the company is ncarlng the
time when it must Increase Its capi
talization and Issue bonds to obtain
funds with which to enlarge and im
prove its system. It still has au
thority to dispose of a former Issue of
bonds amounting to SGOO.000, but it
cannot market those bonds under e
isting financial conditions except at
a material loss from their face value.

nrigadler f'eneral Knight
Brigadier General Knight. Hnglneer

Commissioner and member of the
commission, who took part in the
early hearings of the application, was
too ill to continue In the case, and
the final decision as to what gas I"
to cot in this citj may be with Com
missioners Gardiner and Brownlow.

The absence of General Knight may
caue a stalemete in the commissioa
If the persistent questioning of Com
missioner Gardiner along certain lines
Is an indication of his final purpose.
Mr. Gardiner asked many questions
to the same end of Attorney Darling-
ton today.

The Commissioner has clearly In
dicated his belief that the Utilities
Commission has no power to change
rates for gas until a valuation of the
property of the company has been
finally settled upon. The Commis-
sion some months ago agreed that the
prop.Tty of the company Is worth
abon. $10,300,000, although its cap-
itals tion is J2.C00.000. From that
valus ion the company has appealed
to the courts.

Mr. Gardiner doubts whether Con-
gress, in fixing the percentage ratesat 75 cents for 'private consumers and
70 cents for the Government, Intended
that the commission should have
power to change rates again until
valuation has been agreed upon by
both sides.

Attorney Darlington submitted va-
rious arguments to throw light upon
this position He could not see In the
laws any intention of Congress to
take this iew, and pointed out that
If that Idea should prevail the Utili-
ties Commission blundered when It
lowered electric light rates to the
Washington public while an appeal
from a aluation of its property was
pending In the courts. The gas com-
pany is asking for new rates upon the
valuation already fixed by the com-
mission and not upon its own valua-
tion, which is being contended for In
the courts.

Attorney Darlington did not believe
that rates could be changed by the
commission until valuations had been
made, although not necessarily accept-
ed, but to this Commissioner Brown-lo-

disagreed, showing himself com
pletely at variance with Commissioner
Gardiner. Mr. Brownlow believes the
power of the commission Is such that,
under extraordinary conditions, rates
may be changed prior to the finding
of valuation.

Urges Fair nates.
Attorney Darlington stronglv urg

ed. In hl argument, that In view- - of
the probable need of the gas company
to raise additional money In the
future on increased capitalization and
bonds, the ratex for gas should be
made such as will give a fair return,
not only to present Judders of slock,
but to capital when it is asked to
Imest In the new securities. Unless
the return Is sufficient the credit of
the companv will be affected.

To suggestions that Invested capi-

tal ought to lie willing to give up
some of Its returns while war Is on,
Mr. Darlington declared that the gas
cninpan stock is held In- - trustees fur
estates belonging to widows and rhll
dren, and that thousands of women
hae their money In the stock of this
company These people, he said, are
pressed hard by the heavy expenses
of these times, and. if am thing, ought
to have better returns upon their

There has been a slump
in the slock of 33 per cent. Investors
can get 6 per cent fr their monev
tht.se das In gilt edged securities
that arc not affected by rate cases.

What llale. May He.
The gas. compan's experts and

attorneys consistently hold that If the
company ts to be allowed n 10 per
cent return upon tbe valuation of
the Utilities Commission about $10.- -

300.000 th prlct of gas must be fixed
at U 10 per 1.000 feet to the private
consumer. The commission has no
power to change the rate of 711 cents
per 1000 to the Government, which
ulll benefit until Congress sees fit to
make ji change If the commission is
willing to allow a return tif 7 per
cent on the valuation, then the rate
thoiild be something like 01 cents per
1 0O0. an Increase of 23 cents.

BABY'S DRAUGHT

OF CARBOLIC ACID

RESULTS IN DEATH

Finding a vial containing carbolic
acid lying on the bufTet In the home
of his parents. Joseph Ashby Kid-we- ll,

eighteen months old. son of Mr.
and Mrs. Floyd M. Kldwell, 1010
Thirteenth street southeast, this
mornln gdralned the bottle and died
two hours later at the Casualty IIos
pltal.

Playing In th dining room while
his mother was at her household
duties, little Joseph climbed on a
chair and picked the bottle from the
buffet. Swallowing the contents, he
fell screaming to the floor, suffering
from the burns in his throat and
mouth.

Hearing the screams. Mrs. Kldwell
hurried to the boy. who was in con-

vulsions. The empty bottle lay on
the floor. Polico of the Fifth pre-

cinct were notified, and the child was
taken to the hospital.

Mrs. Kldwell told the police she
kept the carbolic acid for disinfec-
tant purposes.

A COUNTSMAYPAY

FEE TO BANKERS

All signs point to the adoption by
Washington banks of a charge on
small checking accounts, the sire of
the charge and the conditions under
which such charges are made to be
left to the discretion of the individual
banks.

I,ocal captains of finance agree In
nearly all cases that this Is the course
which will bo adopted at the meeting
of tho District of Columbia Bankers
Association Monday night.

The meeting Monday night will bo
for tho purpose of discussing the
charge on chcil. ing accounts. said
Corcoran Thorn, president of the Hank
ers' Association, "and the member
banks will not be bound to adhere
to any particular course They may
be largely guided bv the report of
their committee, but will not be
bound by It.

"The two points of discussion are
the amount to be chargsd on these
accounts which aro always carried
at a loss and balance
to be allowed. There, is no Question
as to the Justice of this charge, and
I think thire will not be any kicks
on tho pact of th public."

Roy I.. Neuhauaer. president of the
Washington Chapter, American In
stitute of Bankers, stated that me
object of Monday nlfcht's meeting was
to "attempt to arrive at a uniform
charge for all banks to make on
small unprontablo checking accounts.

"I don't believe any uniform agree- -
ment will bo reached, as different
banks work under different condi-
tions, and what would be a profitable
course for one might be unprofitable
for another. Most bankers think they
should be allowed to regulate their
charges according to their own par
tlcular conditions, and this Is the
course which I think will be adopted

The Franklin National Bank and
the Munsey Trust Company have al
ready decided on an independent line
of action In this matter In cus-- t no
uniform agreement it reached at the
bankers' meeting Monday night.
