As the war finance bill passed the
House by 'a vote of 369 to 2, Messrs.

Moore of
Pennsylvania, and Greene of Iowa,
were appointed to represent the
House in conference with the Senate.
An attempt to instruct them was
Slven up on assurance from Mr..
Kltchln that the committee would
support the House sufficiently with-
out Instructions. "With highly Im-
portant differences of detail in the
Hous and Senate bills, they are
alike in their "fundamental prin-
ciple" of giving the proposed "Cen-
tral AVar Bank" dlscreUon for con-
trolling the business of the country.
With half a billion cash capital In
both, the House bill puts bonded cap-
ital at two billions, and the Senate
bill at twice as much. Practically
this makes no difference, as two bil-
lions and the Know How can be
made to serve all the purposes of
four. Blessrs. Mason of Illinois and

Follette of Washington voted
against the bill. It makes Supermen
with high financial minds safe for
democracy.

Without reaching a vote, the House
debated the bill giving graded In-

creases of salaries to employes of
the- - Postoffice Department drawing'
up to and including K.OOO a year.
The Increases vary from 10 to J3i
per cent, with some specific in
creases. One of the amendments to
the bill proldes for depositing and
redeeming postal saving stamps on '
dollar cards. Another authorizes '
experimental motor-truc- k routes for
parcel post food deliveries in the,
vicinity of cities. The most Interest-- ,
ing possibility of the bill lies in an
amendment under which if peace is-- !

made before the Secretary of War
wears out his Immense supply of
aeroplanes, he may then turn them
over to the Postmaster General for
the delivery of mail at any point be-
tween Washington and San Fran
cisco, Maine and Texas.
