As Mr. Moore understood the situa-
tion late Thursday (after dinner time,

It waa purely accidental) Is of far
less Importance than the determina-
tion of 150 Americans (right or
wrong) when they met yesterday
morning not to submit to Jiggering.
If It took all summer to resist It.
They did not submit. When they
had opened the proceedings, and
demonstrated what grim determina-
tion meant. Chairman Kitchln. of the
Ways and Means Committee, who
had not voted with them, said that
as a matter of decency, of the self-respe-ct

of the House and of the in-

tegrity of legislation, the Journal
and the Record should be made to
conform to tho action of the Home.
Upon which the opponents of "jig-
gering" emitted a series of trlum
pbant whoops, while those who had
become (accidentally) guilty of it.
protested, evaded, and Anally sur-
rendered to the Inevitable. The
Speaker read precedenta showing
that tally clerks had often made
worse mistakes by the purest acci-

dent In the rush of great events. So
the deadlock ended on the Postofflce
appropriation bill and the pneumatic
tubes will not be "put out of busi
ness" until tney have been Investi
gated and reported on by the Inter
state Commerce Commission.

In which the Senate called for full
information on profiteering, it will be
supplied to the Senate by the Federal
trade commission. The report made
by Chairman Colver and other mem-
bers of the commission "delivers the
goods."

For example, it shows & little known
company operating in Missouri zinc
and other minerals paying the mana
ger of the St. Louis office 148,530S9

After paying all taxes and
other expenses last year the "United
States Steel Company" had left net
$241,733,000. while since 1915 the "Big
Four" of Chicago have increased their
profits $121,000,000 above their aver
age high-wat- er marks In peace.

cover from this year's shell shocks
far enough to learn something.
