Dealings With Other Circuit

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TENER THROWS DOWN BATTLE GAGE

TO JOHNSON OVER PERRY DECISION

After seething below the surface for several months, the tempest
in the baseball teapot has burst forth with a loud bang. John K. Tener,
president of the National League, has thrown down the gage of battle
to Ban Johnson. He has announced his severance of all relations with
the National Commission whenever the American League is involved.
He charges the Philadelphia Athletics with making a breach of the so- -

called national agreement.
As an indication of the American League's attitude, Ban Johnson is

quoted from Chicago as saying, "The contemplated resignation of Gov.

crnor Tener from the presidency of the "National League occasions me
no surprise. From advices I have received from several sources the
course he has taken is absolutely necessary for the welfare of baseball,
in view of the fact that he devoted so Jittlo attention to the affairs of the
game

"I presume, the parent body will
nd no difficulty in ably filling the

position Governor Tener has finally
determined to vacate."

The defiance of the ruling of the
National Commission by the Fhlla
rielnhlK Athletics in the case of
Scott Terry is the rock upon which
organized baseball threatens to split.
Connie Mack insists he has every
moral and legal right to the ser-

vices of Scott Perry, a pitcher claim
ed by the Braves and awarded to
them by the commission. ith the
moral support of Ban Johnson, Con

nie has obtained an Injunction re
straining the Braves from getting
Perry.

Today Connlo Mack reiterated his
Intention of keeping Perry until a
r;lvll court ordered him otherwise. It
it this action which Tener describes
as "probably the first Instance where
a major league club has violated its
agreement by appealinc the decision
or the commission to a clvl court."

As usual, being a diplomat of the
highest order. Garry Herrmann, pres-
ident of the Cincinnati club and
chairman of the National Commlslon.
said today at Atlantic City that be
did not believe the controversy over
the Perry case would disrupt base-
ball, but he declined to discuss In de-

tail Tenefs stand on the matter.
There has been increasing enmity

between the two major league leaders
for more than a year now. Each
has taken no small delight in holding
the other up to scorn. At first John-eo- n

seemed to have a considerable
edge over his opponent, but Tener
scored heavily when the American
league boss again began spilling
words about patriotism and Bed
Cross activities. Just what the next
move will be remains unknown.

Grin's Loalnjr Ground.
Instead of maintaining thclc ad-

vantages gained in the past two
weeks, the Griffmen are losing
ground In their chase of the 1918 pen-
nant.

CONNIE MACK SAYS

HERRMANN CAUSED

ALL THE TROUBLE

PHILADELPHIA, July 10. "PresU
dent Tener." said Connie Mack, last
night, "bases his objection because
we have not abided by the decision of
the National Commission. The fact
that the commsslon was wrong and
operated against the Interests of the
Athletic ball club is not considered.

"I have always liked Governor
Tener personally, but if he quits the
National Commission or resigns as
president of the National League he
has only August Herrmann, chairman
of the National Commission, to blame.

"Herrmann has botched the Perry
case from beginning to end. He
knows this. We are prepared to show
where Herrmann has made his own
rules. "VV'e are all supposed to follow
the letter and spirit of the national
agreement. Herrmann has not done
this.

"Three National League clubs had a
crack at Perry. Each one of them
gave him the cold shoulder, and' he
was left to drop Into obscurity. Not
until I pulled him off the seat of a
motortruck, took him South, and made
a winning pitcher out of him did tho
National League show any Interest In
him. Then the National League began
to sit up and take notice.

"I don't care what the National
League does; It will never get Perry.
Half of the story about tho Perry
case has never been told, and If it
ever comes to court we will produce
evidence that will make the heads of
certain persons swim."
