Senate and House Military Com-
mittee members believed today Con-
gress will pass draft age extension
proposals, and that registration will
be accomplished in time to avoid
drawing upon classes 2, 3, and 4.

Opposition to lowering the age Is
gradually disappearing, but a House
attempt to prevent men below twenty-on- e

from being sent abroad is certain.
Many members would be agreeable to
some form of universal training for
men below this age, making them
available as trained soldiers when
they come of age.

10 to 40 Expertrd.
Though no word has come from

Secretary Baker to indicate what
limits he will ask. there is a general
feeling on the hill that he will re-
quest registration of men nineteen
to forty, or possibly forty-fiv- e years
of age. Men In touch with the War
Department, however. Incline to thin!'
the upper limit will more likely bf
around thirty-fiv- e.

In this connection, it is pointed out
that for the older men the draft law
would develop largely Into a work-or- -
fight proposition, giving the War De
partment considerable control with
out so labeling It over the indus-
trial disposition of available men.
This the department Is anxious to
avoid. Secretary Baker has repeat-
edly said the department has no dis-
position to control labor except in
so far as it Is directly military.

Class 1 Near End.
The original Class I will be ex-

hausted In September, but there are
the 1918 twenty-one-yea- r olds to
draw upon, and it is expected that a
new registration of twenty-one-yea-

olds will be had In September, so
that, all In all. It is likely that the
nation will tide over until Congress
acts without taking deferred class
members.

This means, however, that passage
of the extension must be made and
registration done before the first of
the year according to tne views of
many.

Secretary Baker Is still working
on his survey of the Industrial sit-
uation with a view to determining
what effect age extensions would
have on vital war plants. He will
be ready with his conclusions by the
time Congress returns.

of the American army in France will
soon be designated as lieutenant general.

Under the law. this can be done. Gen-
eral Pershing may not act Immediately.
however, but may conclude to wait and
ee whether the corps commanders "made
good' in their new tasks.

The corps commanders are Maj.
Gens. Hunter Liggett, Robert L. Bill-
iard. William M. "Wright, George V.
Reed, and Omar Bundy.

When the war broke out, not one
of these officers had ever commanded
a corps or a division. In fact, there
were few officers on the active list
who had commanded a division, much
less a corps. But in the new order
of things, generals are becoming ac-
customed to larger commands, and
the work in France In this regard
alone Is valuable to the army.

PLOWS TURN HYDE PARK

INTO WAR GARDEN PLOT

LONDON, July 30. The food pro-
duction department estimates that
there is under cultivation in Great
Britain more than 200,000 acres of
allotments. Some of this land under
cultivation by individuals Is In the
great parks of London, even Hyde
Park not being spared. In the city
the Individuals pay about twenty-fiv- e

cents a year for plots from thirty
to forty feet In length to fifteen to
twenty feet In width.

Food officials say there are more
than 1,400,000 allotments and that
about 100,000 acres of potatoes are
growing in allotted ground.
