STBACUSE, N. Y Aug--. 19. With
the charred remains of an entire fam-
ily In the keeping of the coroner to-
day, the authorities are seeking a so
lution of what appears to be whole-
sale murder and arson to conceal the
crime.

According- to the police, a search of
the ruins of the Philip A. Roth home,
at Tlllseyvllle, near here, where the
bodies were found, discloses that six
skulls are missing from the seven
victims of what Is asserted to be
murder.

The French occupied the impor-
tant plateau west of NampceL They
also reached the southern border of
the Audignlcourt ravine (five miles
southeast of Carlepont) and captured
the vlllaee of Nouvron-Vlngr- o (a
mile and a halt north of Fontenoy)
They took 1,700 prisoners.

Tloleat Bombarding
There was violent, artillery fighting

on both aides of the Avre yesterday.
Eight, hundred additional prisoners
were taken In that region.

"North and south of the Avre there
was violent artillery fightine." the
communique said.

"West of Roye we took 400 ad-

ditional prisoners yesterday, making-- a

"Between the Oise and the Alsne
the French rectified their front on

BRITISH TAKE 400
FOES IN ADVANCE

LONDON. Aug--. 19 British troops
advanced yesterday on a four-mi- le

front to a depth of between 1,000 and
2,000 yrda between Vleux Berquln
and BalleuL on the Flanders front.

YANKS STRENGTHEN

HOLD ON FRAPELLE

WITH THE AMERICAN ARMIES
IN FRANCE, Aug". 19, American
troops advanced slightly beyond
Frapelle yesterday and last night, and
consolidated the ground- - won In yes-
terday- morning's attack-'Th- o Ger-
mans,. l&rettUa.UondXQpped 200
shells in Frapelle. but failed. to drive
out the Americans. (Frapelle Is In Al
sace, five miles east of St. Die, and
only four miles from the German
border. It was captured In a surprise
attack Saturday mornlnc)

West of Gebwiler. forty-frr-e Boehes
attempted to raid American positions,
but were driven off by artillery and
rifle fire without betnc able to reach
our lines. (Gebwiler Is In German Al-

sace, twelve miles north of Uulhausen.
The lines are about four miles west
of Gebwiler and ten miles Inside Ger
man territory at this point.)

There was lively patrol activity tn
the Woevre area. One doughboy,
wounded nine times, heroically carried
In wounded companions.

AMERICANS HOLD

ALL ALSNE FRONT

ROTTERDAM. Aug. 19. German
military writers at the front claim a
complete American army has taken
the field for the first time and has
completely relieved the allies along
tho Alsne front, according- - to a dis
patch received here Sunday night.
The entente troops are moving- - to the
norm west part or the rront m targe
numbers, the dispatch adds.
