ONLY "WET SPOT"

SEEKS TO BE DRY

HOrKINSVILLE, Ky., Sept 11.
Tired of ITopklnsvllle being the oasis
from whlcn Tennessee and other pro- -

hlbllition territory Is being illicitly
fed, and with patience exhausted by
the reekle.s d;rtgard of rights of all
ot,her traffic on .the public highways,
as shown by the high-pow- er automo-
biles used as blockade runners by the
men engaged In this trade, the bet-

ter citizens of Christian county held
a largely attended mass meeting at
the court house here and issued a
call for an election to be held In the
county on October 1.

Indications point to the prohibi-
tionists scoring an easy victory. The
whiskey people have shown, eo far,
no Intention of offering an vigorous
opposition.

Since Ilopktnsvllle became the oasis
for a large part of Tennessee, includ-
ing Nashville, as well as dry terri-
tory in Kentucky, there has been a
large increase in the pollen court
cases. The great majority of these
were for drunkenness or offenses
growing out of drinking, and the In-

crease was made up of persons com-
ing from the dry section'.

Cut there v,cro many who not only
loaded up their own stomachs nhlle
here, but carried a Surplus stock away
with them. Also the Illicit trade of
the blockade runners grew largely.

Sept 11-- A mora har-
monious fstllng among city officials,
traction interests and people In gen-
eral Inspires faith In an amicable
agreement for a new franchise for
the Chicago city railway lines. Tbe
ordinance passed by the city coancll
win iHoiea upon oy unicago ciu-zen- s

at the November election.
John J. Mitchell, president of the

Illinois Trust and Savings Bank. In
discussing the outlook, said today:
"For the first time I h11v tmptlnn
Interests and the people are nearly
arreed on a franchise. This Is the
result of a long campaign of educa
tion on both sides of the proposition.

The people and public utilities and
public officials are drawing closer all
the time In a gsneral sense and this
Is resulting In more reasonable ordi-
nances and fairer agreements be-
tween factions. The old daya of
grabbing a franchise and giving no
attention durlnc the period of Its
duration to the wishes of the people
are over. Efforts being continuously
made to bring about an understand-
ing between formerly discordant in-
terests will have good effect when
the vital time comes for asking fran
chise favors. There will be a more
amicable feeling on all sides.

"That the public and utilities are
reaching a better understanding Is
Indicated by the number of rate in
creases allowed interurban traction,
gas, electrical and other public serv
ice corporations by State authorities
within six months' or a year. This Is
evidence that the people and cor-
porate Interests are beginning to ret
on common ground. Every effort has
been made by most well managed
public utilities to cater more to the
public and to Inform the latter of
the workings and needs of the cor-
porations which serve the people.

"The management of public utilities
have been trying to present their case
to tbe people In a ronvlnclng way, and
I believe this policy 1 bringing re
sults. On the other hand, the people
have tu!d utilities companies what the
public wants and what must be given.
As the public Is-- master of the situa-
tion Interests back of the corpora-
tions are giving full heed to these de-

mands or requesets. as they may hap-
pen to me termed. All that public
utilities corporations ask Is a little
study of their side of thp case by the
peopl. When both sides understand
one another the disposition to accord
fair treatment will be mutual. Capi-
tal, labor, and the public should all
Join In the movement
which must so greatly advance lfle In-

terests of the country."
What Mr. Mitchell said Indicates

that traction Interests begin now to
see the value of catering more to the
public during the period between the
birth and expiration of a franchise.
In November the people of Chicago
vt ill pass upon a new traction ordl
nance that will Involve a rate of
interest to be paid stockholders of
these corporations for the next thirty
years. The city aldermen and the
traction interests have screed on
what shall be allowed, and It has
been embodied in the form of an
ordinance. It Is to be seen whether
the people will view the traction plan
proposed by these two factions from
the same angle.

The Italian strength as demon
strated In their Plave victory, the
presence of minor forces of American
soldiers in Italy and the intention of
the United States to assist in dis
membering Austria Hungary, as open
y acknowledged in the recent Czecho

slovak recognition, are held Jo ne tne
basis of the present Italian claims
that dmcp wll be hastened bv bring
ing the Dual Monarchy to Its knees.

A lennn Near Front.
Maj !en. "Kmilio uUgllelmotti

Italian military attache here. Is i
firm believer that Austria can be
crtihd by American and Entente aa
sl.tance in Italy, and Germany thus
dtprlved of the aid of her greatest
allj and rut off from war-wea- Bul
garia and Turkey.

Oeneral Guglielmotti emphasised
the fact that Vienna is one hair the
distance from the Italian front that
Berlin Is from the French front, that
the natural obstarlf-- s to protect Vi-

enna are much less formidable than
th Rhine and the other fierman de
fences and that the morale of the
conglomerate peoples under Hapsburg
domination will weaken, If not utterly
collapse, with tbo advance of the In
vadlng forces.
