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CONFERENCE IMS
OF NATION'S HEALTH

Dr. James J. Walsh, director of
Fordham University School of Sociol
ogy, and chairman of a division of the
United States Public Health Service,
discussed movements to better the na-

tion's health at yesterday afternoon's
session of the national convention of
Catholic charities in McMahon Hall.
Catholic University. Brookland.

"The morals of an army may mean
much for Its morale." Dr. Walsh said.
"After sad experience trie different
nations have come to the conclusion
that health and morality are essen-
tials for efficient armies. It used to
be thought that the best soldiers were
those who lease regarded forlorn mor-
ality, but now we know differently."

Orln C. Baker, secretary of the Na-
tional Travelers Aid. Society, said that
"approximately ll.odo young girls dis-
appear each year."

Mr. Baker told of safeguards pro-
vided for travelers by the society.
