neighbor's face, nor permit anyone
else to do so. If the person cannot
help coughing or sneezing be should
do so into a handkerchief."

FEWER DEATHS OF

PLAGUE IN BOSTON

BOSTON, Sept 22. The death rate
from Influenza among sailors and
soldiers In and about Boston has de
creased, according to figures, while
deaths and new cases among the
civilian population Increased.

The latest figures show fifty-si- x

deaths In twenty-fou- r hours In Bos
ton alone.

Every hospital In the city Is filled
to capacity with victims, while an
emergency hospital of tents has been
erected for sailors and men from the
merchant marine. Six died In this
hospital today.

It Is noticeable that the majority
of the victims are robust men.
