DRIVE GOES ON

IN FLANDERS

LONDON, Oct. 1. Fighting was
resumed on the Cambrai-S- t Quentin
front this morning, Field Marshal
Haig announced.

The Germans have set Are to
Cambraf, which important base
position is almost completely en-

veloped. Fighting is going on in
the streets.

"English and Canadian troops,
closing in upon Cambrai yesterday,
captured Proville (a mile southwest
of the city), and Tilloy (a mile
north of the city), despite strong
hostile resistance, the statement
said.

".Cambrai has been set afire by
the enemy.

"This morning fighting recom-
menced north of St Quentin and in
the Cambrai sector.

"North of St Quentin the attack
continued yesterday afternoon. We
captured Levergies after sharp
fighting In the neighborhood of the
village. To the north we made prog-
ress toward Joncourt (two miles
north of Levergies) and gained
Vendhuille (a mile west of Le
Catelet)."

Green, who formerly was employed
by The Times, enlisted in the 12th
Field Artillery, Battery June 0,
1917 He was sent to St. Asaph, Va..
for training and later was ordered
to Camn llerritt. N J., no-i-

he waB made lirst sargcant, and ac-
cording to the members of his regi-
ment who were here to boost thfThird Liberty Loan he was an ab'e
soUler and one of the most popular
men in the outfit.

He left for France l.it rh.i.im..aay on his arrival he was Imme-diately sent tn a HittTnrm.n
and in a few weeks his battery was1
ordered to the front .line. He wasgassed later and was sent to a hos-- lDltal. After hlu .,

again sent to the front, where lie haH
been only a short time when he was
wounded and sent behind the lines torecuperate.
