Potomac's First Big Ship
Since Days of Washington
Soon to Ride Ways to Sea
The first seagoing ship to be built

on the Potomac river since the days
of George Washington will be
launched some time next month by
the Virginia Shipbuilding Corpora¬
tion. The ship, thg Gunston Hall,
the first rivet in ^vhose keel was
driven by President Wilson on May
31) last, will be a 9,400 tonnage cargo
carrier and wtll cost $2,000,000. It is
the first of a fleet of twelve all-
steel cargo carriers to be built by
the corporation, under contract with
the Emergency Fleet Corporation.
The launching of the Gunston Hall

will mark a new epftch in shipbuild¬
ing not only in Alexandria but in
the entire Potomac river region.
Never since George Washington made
the river famous have large ships
been constructed here.
For this reason special ceremonies

Have Come to Stay.
Xorris L. Bowen, assistant to tl>o

*ice president and general manager
end office managers of the corpora¬
tion. told The Times today that the
Virginia Shipbuilding Corporation
had come to Alexandria" to stay.
"After we have completed the

twelve cargo carriers for the Emerg¬
ency Fleet Corporation, we will ba
teady to begin other work," he said.
"We have, many offers from private
concerns to build -ships, so you sea
.ve shall be busy her* for a long time
to come."
Mr. Bowen said a total investmert

of $5,000,000 is represented in the cor¬
poration's shipyards at Alexandria.
All the buildings are of steel.
"Does this look as if we weren't go¬

ing to stay?" he asked.
Helped Alexandria Oraw.

The advent of the shipbuilding cor¬
poration to the town has had a great
deal to do with the growth of Alex¬
andria's population, Mr. Bowen add¬
ed. He said that for many scores of
years the population remained sta¬
tionary. about 16,000. Last year,
soon after the shipyards were estab¬
lished, there was a sudden Jump in
the population figures. Mr. Bowen
claims that the increase from 16.000
to 20,000 in one year is in many re¬
spects attributable to the settling in
Alexandria oi the concern. .

Mr. Bowen further said:
"A world record for speed in plant

construction is claimed by the Vir¬
ginia Shipbuilding Corporation. In
eighty-five working days.118 elaps¬
ed days.a barren tract of forty-
seven acr£s 'made land' was trans¬
formed into a shipyard second to
none in America In point of layout,
construction, and equipment.

Twelve More launching* Soon
"In building ships, its progress Is

enviable. Though no ships have b^en
launched yet, it is expected that tvo .if
our contracts for twelve steel U.tOO-
ton cargo carriers will take the water
before the yard is a year old.

"This company has four conc-eie
shipways, with room and prospect for
six more.a dozen large ehopr t f
steel, brick, and concrete; 2,000 hiet-
ling shipworkers, and a staff of
young, aggressive officers, under the
leadership of General Manager B. V/J
Morse. To the latter goes the chief
credit for the yard's achievement,
since it Is the direct result of his
creative spirit and indomitable energq
rising superior to every exigency of
war.
"With peace at hand, the year 19iD

should witness such strides in this
yard as will turn the eyes of America
with pride toward the Alexandria
shipyard on the Potomac."

I* SohaldUirjr Concern.
The Virginia Shipbuilding Corpora¬

tion is a subsidiary of the United
States Steamship Company, which cor¬
poration has on its books $140,000,000
of contracts for eighty-eight ships, of
which fifty-six ahe for private con¬
cerns and the remainder for the Gov¬
ernment.
Although the launching of the

Gunston Hall has unavoidably beri
delayed. Mr. Bowen expressed himself
8s very well pleased with the progress
made so far. About the only thing
that ruffled his feelings was the fact
that the Emergency Fleet Corpora¬
tion selected the names of the other
eleven ships under the Contract.
"We are glad Mrs. Wilson picked

the name for the Gunston Hall." he
said, "but the Emergency Fleet Cor¬
poration wished on us some very
fancy names. Here they are: Chan-
cook, Carratunk, Betsy Bell, Vanada.
Uoshbish. Bellyhoc, Attana. Assunta,
Naishu. Maniski. and Migiski."
