manufacture of such liquors shall be
eoeisidered contraband.
"The phrase 'iiytoxicating liquor

Should include distilled, malt, fer¬
mented. vinous, alcoholic or any in¬
toxicating liquors.

"Such other provisions aa will de¬
stroy every vestige of the beverage
liquor traffic throughout the Vnited
ftates and its possessions.'

NEW PHONE RATES
TO STAY, SAYS GOVT.

i

Insisting that the Postoffice De¬
partment has ample authority to
raise telephone, rates. officials today
reiterated their determination to ig¬
nore the New Jersey utility board
ordi^ suspending recently increased
charges.
The department holds its action

cannot be set aside lv> a State com¬
mission.

It is the intention of the wire ad¬
ministration to enforce the new in¬
creased service charges unless re¬
strained by the courts.

KITertlve Since Midnight.
The new schedule of telephone

toll rates went into effect
last, midnight. Among the States
that hare objected to Postmaster
General Burleson's new scheme ar«
Nebraska. Illinois, Ohio, and Michi¬
gan. The effect of the new sched¬
ule is to place all toll rates through¬
out the country on a uniform basis.
Under the new schedule a "station

to station'" rate is the basis upon
which all rates for the various class¬
es of service are to be computed.
This rate applies where a toll call is
made from one telephone to another
without specifying that a particular
person is desired. The rate is de¬
termined by the air-line distance be¬
tween toll points, and is computed
for the initial talking period on the
basis of 5 cents lor each six miles
tip to twent>-four miles anil cents
for ca< h eight miles beyond that die
tance.

Other Rales ({untcrf.
In addition to the "station to sta-

tion" rate, a "person to person'' rate,
an "appointment'" rate, a "messenger
call rate" and a "report charge are
quoted for calls to points ori which
the "station to station'* rate 's 15
cents or more
The "person to person" ^ale is

about one-fourth greater than the
"station to station' rate, while tb»'
"appointment" rate is about one-half
greater than the "station to Matior-"
rate. The "messenger call" rate Is
the same as the "appointment" rate,
plus any necessary charges for mes¬
senger service.
The "report, charge" is ahout one-

fourtii of the "station to station" rate,
und is made in connection with all
toll calls other than those made on
a 'station to station" basis where th>*
connection is established, but conver¬
sation is not held because the calling
or called party is not present, will not
talk or has no telephone.

Minimum Kates.
The minimum "person to person"

rate 19 20 cents, the minimum "ap¬
pointment' rale Is 25 cents and the
minimum "messenger" rate js
cents. The minimum "report charge"
is 10 cent anil the maximum *

New evening and night rates ap¬
ply ing only to call? made on a "sta¬
tion to station'' basis also are quoted.
For toll calls made between S UO p
m and midnight on a "station to sta¬
tion basis, the rate is about one-half
the "station i<> station" day rat«» and
tor calls made between midnight and
4 ;:0 a m the rate is about one-i'ourtn
the "station to station'' day rate.

l-'or the purpose <if appl.ving night
rates the time of da\ at which the
"station to station'' call originates is
used. The minimum night rate is 25
cents, and day rates apply on "sta¬
tion to station'' <alls made at night
when the day rate is less than this
minimum. Day rates also apply on
all toll <alls made at night on other
than a "station to station'' basis.

SAYS SEAMEN'S ACT
MOST BE UPHELD

T*ARlt?, Jan. 21..America's position
a strong maritime nation depend*

upon the ability of its peace delegate#
lo '."Old the high standard of work¬
ing conditions effected by the Ameri¬
can seamen s act, Andrew lTuroaeth.
general secretary of the Interna¬
tional Seamen's Union of America,
said today.
Believing that while freedom cf tha

seas is occupying the conferee#'
minds, freedom of the seamen may
go by the board, Furuseth has
brought his long, lean, angular frame
here to haunt the Quai d'Orsay. He
fears that other nations, particularly]Great Britain, may attempt to obtain
international legislation that would
abrogate the American seamen's act.
but is confident that the America*
delegation will oppose any such move.

Drought Wagrl l>.
"Tht effect of the American sea¬

men's act has been to bring up wages
to the stand of American seamen

everywhere except among the Ori¬
ental countries," Furuaeth said to¬
day.
"The act also is steadily Improving

living conditions not only on Ameri¬
can ships, but on others. The Brit¬
ish basic wage is now £12 a month,
to which the government adds k bo¬
nus of £3, making a total practically
equivalent to our wage of $75 a

month.
When the American act became ef¬

fective, permitting seamen under any
flag to leave their ship in an Ajneri-
can port and sign on again under
that port's normal wage, it reaulted
in an enormous shortage of British
seamen. As a oonsequence, the
wages in British ports began jump¬
ing. fcow wages are practically the
same everywhere, although the
French government, by making all
seamen man-o-war men, was able to
prevent desertions because of the
penalty.
"We have reason to believe the

American peace delegates will stead¬
ily oppose any effort to turn the sea¬
men back to old conditions. They ap¬
preciate they never will make Amer¬
ica a maritime nation unless wages
and life at sea are in keeping with
American ideals of human rights. They
couldn't get crews otherwise. On the
other hand, any nation wishing to at¬
tack America's growing marine pow¬
er naturally would strike at the sea¬
men's act. hoping to nullify our ship¬
building success by making 1t impos¬
sible for us to man ouf ships. That
is the view of the American national¬
ists. Fortunately it accorda with the
seamen's interests.
"We know that the British gov¬

ernment has been supplied by its con¬
suls all oevr the world with data
showing how the, American seamena'
act has brought up wages in each
port. We know the greatest pressure
has been exerted on the British gov¬
ernment by British ship owners to
obtain international legislation emas¬

culating the act. We have been told
that Premier Lloyd Georg« George
would 'rescue' the British ship owners
from the effect of the act. It may be
that our informants were only ex¬
pressing the hope, but the seamen
must be on their guard."
Representatives of seamen from all

parts of the world will meet in Lon-,
don Ferbuary 'J4 to consider questions
affecting their interests.
