WOOLLEY URGES
NEW RAIL RATES

BUFFALO, N. Y., Jan. 26 —Declar-
ing that America’s rallroad rate ar-
rangement. are “illogical, laden with
preference and unjustifiable,” Robert
M. Woolley. member of the Interstate
Commerce Commission, last night de-
manded a rebuilding of the rate struc-
ture to “create equal opportunity for
all.” ‘Woolley., speaking before the
University Club, advocated a flat'
charge per mile for freight traffic and
a separate and distinct charge for
handling consignments at terminals
as a folution to the evil.

Going further than
five-year plan, Woolley
1 “more exhaustive test of Federal
rail control, that the different
schemes of fixing rates, now in usa,
may be done over entirely and dis-
carded, if necessary.

Woolley said that under present laws
the Interstate Commerce Commissjon
has no power which enables it to
straighten out the gigantic tangle. Its
decisions, he asserted, resulted in the
creation of potential litigation which
in time means more tangles. e ex-
plained that the commission was not to
blame, since its duties were clearly de-
fined and beyond the law it cannot go.

As a result of the combination of
lil-conceived laws, privileges, dls-
crimination and a wrongly w rought
economie rate structure. Woolley sajd
the consumer was being made the
“goat.” The railroads and the zhip
pers have a common interest which
in direct conflict with the consumer,
Waoolley  said. The multiplicity ¢
competitive markets causes, the dis-
turbance, makes the railroads play for
traffic and sets the shippers dirtectly
epposite in thelr fight discrimi-
nations somewhere else, he explained

“The result of all of this,” Woall.y
said, *1s8 that privilege and bourbon-
iem will continue. 1 4y ¢mphatizaliv
that the freight rates as at present
constituted and applied are the very
fogedation of privilege and the han1-
maiden of bourbonigm.”
