Northern institutions and a halt has
been called on Harvard, Yale and
Princeton, which formerly regarded
the South Atlantic institutions as
training teams in the spring for base-
ball and attractions once and awhile
in football.

Georgetown, Catholic University,
Richmond College, "Virginia Polytech-
nic Institute. Johns Hopkins, and
Maryland State tacitly
accepted the proposals of President
H. C. Byrd to combine schedules for
all sports.

It is proposed to Invite Washington
and Lee, Virginia, and Carolina State.
Failure to hear from these institu-
tions in regard to the most radical
proposals ever entertained in this
sectional organizations will mean that
the "league" will be crrried on Just
the same.

Virginia Stays Away.
Virginia, Washington and Lee,

Georgegla Tech. and Virginia Military
Institute were conspicuous by their
absence. It was said that the failure
of those not present to join would in
no way halt proceedings. Schedules
are now under way for baseball this
spring where each will play ,tbe

, other at home and abroad. Basket-
ball schedules for next year will be
worked out for acceptance by an ex-

ecutive committee composed of H. C.
Bird,. of Maryland State; Charles R.
Cox, of Georgetown University, and
C. A. Bernier. of V. P. I.

The failure of the University of
Virginia to attend the meeting was
taken to mean that the Charlottes-
ville men were interested in track
alone. It is thought that the new
move will effectively bar the Char-
lottesville men from competition in
this one branch of sport which is
their only venture -- with S. A. I. A
teams.

The adoption of the new schedules
means that Catholic University and
Georgetown will come together in
baseball and basketball and possible
football, althought the rather elastic
