IMAYWINDUPTODAY

The Senate propaganda investiga-
tion after three and a half months of
public and secret hearings was sched-
uled to come to a close today.

Clyde P. Steen, of New York, presi-
dent of the National Association of
City Editors, took the stand as the
last witness to tell the facts he learn-
ed in a year's study of tbe foreign
language press of the United States.

Major 13 Lowrcj Humes, counsel
for the committee, submitted a vout)
minous bill prepared in his office, the
enactment of which he believed would
effectively arm the Department ot
Justice and the War Department in
dealing, with any fcpy or propaganda
menace in the future.

Bradford Merrill, general manager
of the Hearst newspapers, who was.
to have been the last witness before
the committee, submitting a defense
of the editorial policy of these publi-

cations before and after the United
Stated entered the war, decided not to
appear. Instead he submitted to the
committee two pamphlets containing
reproductions of editorials, cartoons
and news stories appearing in the
Hearst newspapers to allow the com-

mittee to judge for itself whether the
attacks of witnesses before the com-

mittee were justified.
Began With Brewers.

The Jones resolution! under which
the investigation was conducted, vas
approved In the Senate September 19

last year. It sought an investigation
of the political activities of the United
States Brewers' Association and the
several State . associations, mention-
ing only incidentally the subject of
German propaganda In the United
States. However, after devoting one
week to the activities of tho liquor
interests the committee did Got re-

turn to this subject, spending prac-
tically all1' of its time listening to
witnesses .who brought charges of

against- - newspaper
publishers, editors, reporters, college
professors, and others.

Two lists of names, one produced
by A. Bruce Bielaskl, former chief of
the Bureau of Investigation of the
Department of Justice, and the second
by Archibald Stevenson, or tno .Mil-
itary Intelligence Department, caused
sensations because of the prominence
of the persons listed and brought
many demands that individual names
be stricken from the record of he"
committee hearings. The first was
"an important list of .names" found
in tho files of Dr. Heinrlch Albert,
chief German propagandist in the
United States, and the other a. list
of those persons the military intelli-
gence division regarded as "paci-
fists."

Criticize Policy.
The committee has been criticized

In some Quarters for going into and
condemning the records of persons
who were active on one side or the
other before the United States en-

tered the war. Very little of the evi-

dence dealt with events that occured
after diplomatic relations with Ger-
many were severed. ,

Hundreds of witnesses were heard
while the investigation was in progr-
ess1. Many volumes will be filled
with the testimony when the hear-
ings .are printed. Thus far only the
first week's testimony has been print-
ed. It makes a volume of 1,500 pages.
No estimate of the cost of the in-

vestigation has been made. The
printing of the hearings alone will
run into many thousands of dollars.
Witnesses have been summoned from
points as far from Washington as
Los Angeles and Dallas, Tex.

It is unlikely tha.t the report of the
subcommittee of the Judiciary Com-
mittee, which made the investigation,
will complete its report during the
present session of Congress. The
present agitation for the repeal of
restrictive legislation enacted dur-
ing war, in the view of some members
of the Senate, will prejudice the suc-
cess of any new legislation for the
suppression of propaganda the com-

mittee may suggest, if action, upon
it is long delayed.

PALESTINE F i
WORKERS TO KIEET

The purposes of the campaign to
raise $60,000 in Washington as part
of the 53,000,000 Palestine restoration
fund will be explained at a mass
meeting at the Sixth Street Syna-
gogue, tomorrow night.

A major portion of the fund will be
used to build a Jewish University in
Palestine. Nathan Musher, chairman
of the Washington campaign commit-
tee announced today.

"It is intended that this Jewish
University be open to everyone and
that all educational courses be free,"
said Mr. Musher today." In all prob-
ability the students will be subsidized
to the extent of providing homes,
food and all other comforts, as was
the custom in the old Jewish schools.

"Outside of the university there will
also be established minor schools for
the purpose of giving the proper
technical training to the children.

Portions of the fund will alto be
used to cultivate the land and make
every portion of the soil of Palestine
productive.

It is planned to have Palestine es-
tablished as a model for the rest of
the world in community life; install-
ing a model banking tystem which
will provide proper facilities for the
banker and farmer.

A medical unit Is now in Palestine
establishing adequate hospital facili-
ties with the most modern equipment.

The building of cities on the most
modern plan is also projected. Neces-
sary water works, hewerage and all
modern city equipment will also be
provided.

"It is the duty of all Jews to con-
tribute their utmost to this fund and
to sh6w that they are not lacking in
their appreciation of the benefits this
fund will provide to Jewish life,"
stated Mr. Musher today.

All contributions to the Palestine
restoration fund will be received at
tne continental Trust Company,
Washington.
